The Rev, E rnest M. Sm ith, of the 
Sandy M. E. church preached last 
Sunday to an appreciative au d i­
ence. Mr Sm ith chose a tim ely sub­
jec t and presen ted  it In an in te re s t­
ing m anner. His text was from  Ec­
clesiastics l ; j  as follow s: "T he thing 
th a t ha th  been.it is th a t which shall 
be, and th a t w hich is done is tha t 
which shall be done; and  th ere  is no 
th ing  under the su n .”

The g rea test question  of modern 
tim es is: is th e  world m aking any 
tru e  progress? We can look upon 
w hat man has achieved in the m od­
ern  world ln the  way of the advance- 

I m ent of a rts  and m echanical science, 
and  we a re  ap t to say th a t the world 
has made rem arkab le  p rogress in the 
last few centuries. Man by his in­
vention. has acquired  the  possibili­
ty of traveling  onw ard at the s tu p en ­
dous ra te  of one hundred and ten 
m iles an hour. But under th e  e te r­
nal law of God the world is moving 
along a t the ra te  of one thousand 
eighty  m iles per m inute. So how 
sm all is th e  progress of man in ac­
qu iring  speed in com parison w ith the 
law of God.

We are  apt to  th ink  th a t a super- 
ficial advancem ent is progress, and to 
confuse such w ith real progress. 
P rogress is going on in the process­
es of na tu re . This is show n by the 
e te rn a l forces of natu re , w orking 

[constan tly  Toward the fulfillm ent of 
the perfect law. The diam ond deep 
down In the ea rth  Is form ed by a 
slow process of n a tu re  until out of 
th e  common elem ent, carbon, Is 
evolved the spark ling  gem. L ike­
wise, progress in th e  anim al kingdom  
is a genuine grow th and developm ent 
of the species, and a real forw ard 
m ovem ent tow ards the fulfillm ent of 
th e  law. So as we estim ate  progress 
of n a tu re  and of the anim al k ing­
dom, so should we estim ate  the pro­
gress of m ankind.

God crea ted  man and placed him 
in th e  G arden of Eden, and  called his 
nam e Adam. And Adam fell be­
cause God left him free to follow his 
own inclinations, which were to ­
w ards evil, th u s evil was developed 

. in the world. But God said th a t He 
[ would use th is very evil fo r good, so 
; he allowed evil to  grow and be de­
veloped in m an so as to  give a 
g rea te r possibility  for the develop­
m ent of good. T hus th rough  the 

[ con trast is th e re  a possibility  of 
! reaching a h igher s ta te  of religious 
developm ent.

Now we a re  confronted  with the 
question : H as man progressed We 

[look upon the g rea t inventions of the 
m odern age and th e  achievem ents in 
the a r ts  and c ra f ts  and we w onder at 
the w onderful th ings. We consider 

I the g rea t inven to r Edison and note 
how he has m ade th e  hum an voice 
and speech issue fo rth  from  inan i­
m ate m ateria l, and we th ink  w hat a 
w onderful age is th is  in which we 
live. We look back to the seven won­
ders of th e  ancien t world which in 
the ligh t of m odern th ings seem 
com m onplace, and we applaud  the 
g lorious presen t age.

B ut, if we go back and study  the 
pages of h isto ry , we find th a t the 
th ings of the past w ere fa r  superio r 
to th e  th ings of the present. The I 
ancien t E gyptians w ere possessed of 
a coloring  m a tte r  th a t was fa r  su- 1 
perio r to  any th ing  we have in m od­

ern  tim es. T hat w onderful country  
was possessed of a civ ilization  th a t 
was old with age when w ritten  h is­
tory first daw ns upon the know ledge 
of man. The ancien t o rien ta ls  wore 
garm en ts of so fine a tex tu re  th a t a 
shaw l could be easily  d raw n th rough  
a finger ring  W hen the city  of T yre 
was queen of the  seas, she was pos­
sessed of ships th a t fa r  eclipse any 
of today. H er sh ips were m anned by 
four thousand  sa ilo rs of th e  bravest 
th e  world has know n. T he au e tcu t 
peoples b rought silver from  .he j o ....- 
tr ies  of Spain and  the anchors of 
th e ir  sh ips were of silver. L ikew ise 
there  w ere silver h itching posts, s il­
ver and gold decorated  th e ir  g a r­
m ents, and silver and gold o rn a ­
m ents studded  th e  w alls of th e ir  
houses. So we see th a t th e  luxuries 
of the past fa r  exceed the luxuries of 
th e  present.

Likew ise the discoveries of th e  a n ­
cient world were superio r to those of 
the present. The discoveries of such 
ones as New ton, F araday  and  F ra n k ­
lin a re  only th e  foundations upon 
the su p e rs tru c tu re  of m odern inven­

t i o n s  and discoveries is bu ilt. F o r 
hat would Edison do, if I t  had not 

been for F ran k lin ?
The per cent of th e  rich and  the 

learned, th e  educated  and th e  wise Is 
about the sam e ln th is age as it was 
in ancient tim es. T hus th e re  is no 

're a l p rogress a long th is line. Ph ilo ­
sophy has practically  died ou t. The 
old philosophers, P lato , Socrates, and 
A risto te have never been excelled. 
So we see tha t we a re  only using the 

[th ings and the know ledge th a t have 
been w rought out and know n in ages 
past to work out o u r sa lvation  of the 
present age. The fundam en ta ls a l­
ways have been and alw ays will be 

'th e  sam e.
So now we a rr iv e  at th e  tru e  ques­

tion : W hat is P rogress? We m ust 
come to the conclusion th a t P rogress 
is advancem ent in happiness and  con­
ten tm en t of heart. C hris t ln His se r­
mon on th e  Mount sa id : B lessed a re  
those who look back and  enjoy com ­
m union w ith G od's personality . The 
cen te ring  of the F a ith  on th ings d i­
vine is the  tru e  crite rio n  by which 
we m ust ju d g e  o u r progress.

So, if th e  world has advanced in 
happiness and con ten tm en t of h eart,

then  we can say th a t th e  world has 
p rogressed . In th e  world today th e re  
a re  ten  m illion people s ta rv in g ; 
th e re  a re  ten  m illion m ore w ith 7ood 
enough  fo r only oue day ahead ; 
th e re  a re  ten  m illion m ore w ith food 
enough  fo r only one week. Sorrow  
and  d isg race  is yet In m any homes, 
because of th e  broken  law of God. 
In C hina th e re  a re  fou r hund red  m il­
lion C hinese who have never heard  
the gospel of C h ris t; th e re  a re  h u n ­
dreds of m illions of th e  e a r th ’s peo­
ple w ho have no t been en ligh tened . 
C hris t never cam e in to  th e  world to 
civilize th e  world. He did not com e 
in to  th e  world to set up un ea rth ly  
kingdom . C hrist stood before Pi­
la te , and  P ila te  said , "A rt thou  th e  
K ing of th e  Jew s?” Jesus answ ered  
and said , "T hou  hast said  It.” And 
again  Jesus said , "My kingdom  is not
of th is  w orld ." Je su s cam e to e s tab ­
lish a kingdom  of righ teousness and 
of joy, and  of g ladness of h ea rt. Let 
us cen te r o u r th o u g h ts  upon e te rn i­
ty. T im e is now going on. We are  
in e te rn ity  now. All rea l p rogress 
can be only in fu lfillm ent of the m is­
sion o f C hris t upon earth .
