HARD SURFACE
IMPROVEMENT 
OF TWO ROADS

T here 1« again a prospect th a t the 
two principal stree ts  of G resham  may 
be improved with hard  surface dur- 
nig th e  com ing sum m er.

Last year when the county was 
expected to pay one half of the  cost 
of the im provem ent the  property 
ow ners on Main and Powell s tree ts  
were signed up to a petition asking 
th a t the work be done. A m ajority  
was secured and the stree ts  would 
have been hard  surfaced had the 
county gone ahead with its plans.

All the plans, however, were laid 
aside, but the efforts to hard  surface 
the  principal county roads are ma­
tu rin g  now, and will probably come to 
a head if the proposed bond issue car­
ries, in which event certain  plans are 
being made to get the im provem ent 
th rough  G resham  on practically  the 
some lines th a t prevailed last year—  
th a t is, the county is to pay half the 
cost for a sixteen-foot pavem ent, the 
property  ow ners to pay the  o ther 
half.

The Base Line road is included in 
the schedule for im provem ents this 
year and the m ovem ent now on foot 
is to have the cross road from  the 
Twelve Mile house im proved to the 
city lim its.

H oadm aster Yeon has been seen 
in regard  to the proposition and is in 
a receptive mood.

to ta l w ealth of M ultnom ah county is 
in th e  hands of 6 per cen t of the 
taxpayers, or 1.2 per cent of the to ­
ta l population. T herefore, does it 
not follow as a sound public policy, 
founded upon the principle of the 
g rea test good to the ..rea test num ­
ber, th a t w herever it can be dem ­
onstra ted  th a t certain  public im ­
provem ents (such as road and h igh­
way construction) a re  necessery for 
the proper developm ent of th is com ­
m unity, and w herein it can be dem ­
onstra ted  th a t the money raised for

it, but are “ fern inst the  govern 
m ent” in th is m a tte r as in every­
th ing else.

A nother class of opponents to a 
bonds issue is composed of those 
who prefer a d irect tax to raise the 
necessary money, but they are  will­
ing to be taxed and w ant good roads. 
They are entitled  to consideration 
and have a whole lot of argum ent on 
th e ir  side, but they are  in a m inori­
ty. They may be able to block the 
bond Issue proposition because they 
believe in the o th e r way of raising 
money.

I t is shown above th a t the assessed 
valuation of M ultnom ah county is 
$335,000,000. T hat sum  does not 
represent one-half of the actual value 
of the property. It is fu rth e r  shown 
th a t only one-fifth of the  people are 
taxpayers— or about 55,000. The 
registered  vote is m ore than  double 
tha t num ber, hence it is evident th a t 
more than  60,000 persons have no 
financial in te rests  a t s take  and th a t 
they can vote to m ake the property 
ow ners pay the bills.

I t  is fu rth e r  Bhown th a t 75 per 
cent, o r  about th ree-fourths of the 
to ta l w ealth is in the hands of less 
than  8000 persons, consequently 
they are a t  the mercy of those who 
have nothing or a t least very little  
a t stake.

All the above figures may not be 
exact, but it is incontrovertib le th a t

G overnor W lthycom be was inaug­
urated  on Tuesday afternoon and 
made his first address to the legis­
la ture.

W ise  road b u ild in g  is  probably the  
best In vestm en t the s ta te  can undertake  
and for Its encouragem ent I recom ­
m ended co n sid era tion  o f  som e plan for  
th e  e s ia b lish m e n t and u se  o f  a larger  
s ta te  road fund.

Some who oppose 
the movem ent are actuated  by a p ar­
sim onious feeling, pu tting  up the 
plea th a t the present roads are good 
enough for any purpose; o thers as­
se rt th a t they are  good enough for 
the fa rm er who can haul his loads to , 
m arket now to the full capacity of 
his wagon and the s tren g th  of his 
team  Some who oppose the idea 
don 't know why they are opposed to

who can compel the w ealth of the 
county to pay for hard  surfacing  ev­
ery thoroughfare. In the  country 
d istric ts  the roads a re  a necessity 
and will become more of a necessity 
as tim e goes on. The day of gravel 
o r crushed rock roads is gone by and 
the Increasing cost of keeping them 
in repa ir would In the long run be 
g rea te r than  in pu tting  them  in such 
a condition th a t repa irs  would be 
unnecessary. Hence the raising of 
funds to m ake the roads perm anent 
is an absolute necessity, and a bond 
issue is the  su rest m ethod— the son- 
est realized.

All th e  money ever taken from 
the country  east of P ortland  for tax ­
es would not build ou r presen t roads. 
They have been the m ost potent fac­
tor in creating  p resen t values, and 
with b e tte r roads the re  would be a 
h igher valuation. T hat any voter 
In easte rn  M ultnomah can object to 
a bond issue and b e tte r roads is not 
to be though t of.

SUICIDE AT GERVAIS
NOT JOHN E. CRAWFORD

An Item in the daily papers on 
Monday, th a t a man nam ed Craw ford 
had been found near G ervais with his 
th ro a t cut, was the cause of a rum or 
being s ta rted  th a t the man was 
John  E. Craw ford, whose home is in 
Gresham .

Mr. Craw ford has been staying In

made inquiries th e re  which seem ing­
ly confirmed her fears. It was found 
th a t he bad left P ortland on S a tu r­
day and hud not been seen up to 
Tuesday m orning. His description 
tallied with th a t of the suicide and 
Mrs. Craw ford began m aking p rep ­
ara tio n s to have the body sent here 
for burial when the word cam e th a t 
h er husband bad re tu rned  to P o rt­
land and was as safe and sound as 
ever.
