The town 
went d ry  on Janua ry  1, 1915,

In Novem ber, 1914, the vote In t in  
tw o  Gresham  precincts was 374 fo r 
w ith  145 agulnst p ro h ib it io n , when 
the whole s ta te  went d ry . There 
were on ly  fo u r  a rrests  fo r  d runken
