Sometimes it seems as If the war 
were an intellectual process. No na­
tion ever went Into arm ed conflict 
since tiie days of Ju liu s Maccabeus 
from purer motives or with loftier 
ideals than ours, and the se tting  
forth  of them so th a t they shall be 
understood a t home and abroad, has 
required so much able th ink ing  and 
learned discussion, th a t there are 
mom ents when the war seems to be 
a th ing  of mind Instead of blood. 
Then som ething happens and the 
blood tingles.

The destroyers steam  Into “a 
British P o rt,” ready to go to work at 
once, And the nation Is thrilled . Our 
regulars arrive in F rance and the 
shout of welcome is echoed by ano th ­
er th a t wells up from throbbing Am­
erican hearts. We are still young 
The blood In our veins Is still ca­
pable of coursing swiftly. We are 

Into th is war with strong, 
hearts as well as with clear 
-hearts th a t responded In­

stan tly  when the wires began to tick 
off the call of the P resident to the 
national guard.

Here It was a t last! Som ething 
different from the fine enthusiasm  of 
the liberty loan or Red Cross drives. 
H ere was the call th a t b rought our 
boys to the arm ories, and set them 
to  put things In o rder for th e ir  de 
p artu re  on the great adventure. They 
are now in camp. They are mobiliz 
lng in many states. At all events 
they will soon be far from us, on the 
way to the fighting line. They will 
be P ersh ing 's boys pretty  soon, and 
all the re  Is In us of love, and hope, 
and devotion goes out to them  and 
will go with them.

This call of the guard  strikes a 
chord w ithin us different from all 
the others. T here Is som ething 
sonorous In the roll of every state . 
One gets the im pression of an army 
of arm ies massing around the colors. 
But when we hear “O regon” called 
out by the president the re  Is a surge 
of feeling unlike any other. Some­
th ing clutches a t the th roat. Our 
boys are going. We are not fo rget­
ful of our fine young fellows afloat 
and ashore In o ther branches of the 
service We shall not be unm indful 
of those who are soon to be d rafted . 
But. a fte r all, th is Is som ething 
apart. And though the guards be 
merged Into the g reat arm ies of the 
republic, and Its units be given new 
num erical designations, always this 
regim ent, and th is battery , and all 
these Oregon units will be peculiarly 
our own.

We shall not be able to follow 
them, as form erly the men and wom­
en at home kept In touch with the ir 
soldiers. It may even be tha t we 
shall aw ake some m orning to find 
that they have left the sta te  while 
we slept. Once across the w ater they 

simply “som ew here in 
But always the Oregon

guardsm en will stand to us In a re­
lation different from all o ther re la ­
tions.

And the re  Is still a b rief— very 
brief opportunity  for some of our 
young men to go out w ith these Ore­
gon volunteer guardsm en It would 
■eem us If the opportunity  would be 
of short d u ra tto n — only a few days 
It would seem as If the inspiring  call 
o f  the P resident to these sta te  troops 
would bring the boys flocking to the 
arm ories, eager to choose the ir 
churns and go with them  as men of 
the Webfoot state.

The Idea of the two im provem ent 
clubs on the Base Line to get Bull 
Run w ater for the ir te rrito ry  is to be 
com mended and is laudable, yet It 
seems th a t there is som ething lack­
ing if the idea is one th a t will help to 
build up the com munity. T hat fea­
tu re  of the plan th a t would bar out 
all o thers from the benefits of flowing 
w ater except those who take stock in 
the corporation seems to us to' be 
objectionable, as all o thers would be 
barred for all tim e from getting  
service from  th a t particu la r project.

T here is no questioning the right 
of these people to supply them selves 
with w ater e ither Individually or 
collectively, but If they expect o thers 
to come Into the ir com m unity they 
muBt find some way to share the wa­
te r with them. It is explained that 
several holders of large trac ts  will 
take enough shares to give the ir 
prospective buyers w ater for each 
sm all trac t. But how will It be If a 
farm er who only takes one share  for 
him self should eventually  decide 
to sell off his land In sm all homes? 
His buyers could not get w ater from 
the Bull Run system.

P erhaps the projectors of the plan 
may have o ther Ideas for furnishing 
a general supply of w ater, but they 
were not brought out at the Rock­
wood m eeting. It would be a fine 
th ing for the Base Line sectiou to 
have an am ple supply of w ater for 
all needs and for everybody, but it 
seems th a t the ten ta tive  plans as 
understood will benefit only a cer­
tain portion of the people. In that 
case the re  could be but little  devel­
opm ent beyond the present.

risk .” Mauy of ou r soldiers and sail­
ors will survive the w ar; many will 
not. To estim ate the chances and [ 
base a system  of ra tes on the esti­
m ate is going to be a hard task , but 
It can be worked o u t— and should be.

But nelthei the audacity  of the 
proposition nor the fact th a t no o r­
ganized effort of the kind has been 
made by any governm ent is a m atte r 
of serious concern The United States 
is accustomed to establish, ra th e r 
than to follow, precedents. Audacity 
is an American tra it. Boldness and 
a judicious independence of prece­
dent have helped m ightily to make 
ours the great country th a t it is. It 
is safe to say that the life insurance 
men will consider the question en­
tirely  on its m erits— patriotic, 
economic and o therw ise— and not 
a t all on the the absence of prece­
dent.

The problem  resolves Itself, there 
fore, into a com bination of patrio tic 
endeavor and close business of reck­
oning. On the score of patrio tic  de 
sire the re  will be little  difficulty. The 
rest of the problem Is technical and 
consists of a potential arrangem ent 
whereby the com panies may issue life 
insurance to ou r arm ed force! In the 
field or a t sea, w ithout jeopardizing 
the deposits of existing policy hold­
ers.

To the lay mind the idea presents 
well-nigh Insurm ountable difficul­
ties; to a conference of life insurant1 
experts the solution of the problem 
may prove com paratively simple 
Why should not the United States 
take the lead In th is noble and hu 
mane action?

Meanwhile it Is no d isparagem ent 
of the proposition to com fort our sol­
diers and sailors with the conscious­
ness tha t th e ir  death  In battle  would 
leave the ir loved ones financially 
provided for, to suggest th a t a sup­
plem entary plan whereby they could 
be assured of reasonable care for the 
com fort of those sam e loved ones 
during  the actual war service of the 
Insured would not be amiss. This, of 
course, would be a subject not for 
the life insurance com panies, but for 
the governm ent itself, to consider.
