II W ilson and  h is a tto rn e y  on one 
side and  th e  coun ty  com m issioners, 
th e  d is tr ic t a tto rn e y  anti R oadm ast- 
e r  Yeon on th e  o th e r , Is g iven in to ­
d ay 's  O utlook. T h is  Is no t a personal 
m a tte r  w ith th e  O utlook , for It re a l­
izes th a t th e  co u n ty  has its  ow n way 
of dea lin g  w ith such  a ffa irs  in p u r­
su an ce  of a system  no t fu lly  under­
stood  by th e  pub lic  In g en e ra l.

T h e re  Is a w ide-sp read  belief, 
how ever, th a t  Mr. W ilson has no t 
been fa ir ly  d e a lt w ith . Yet it  Is 
possib le  th a t he h as received  all th a t 
th e  land  In qu estio n  is w orth . If he 
has no t th en  he Is Justly  e n ti tle d  to 
its  fu ll value. W h a te v e r th e  value 
of th e  land  he has received co n s id e r­
ably less th an  I. N. Hay, w hose land 
is ad jo in in g  and  w ho was no t d am ­
aged  any  m ore th a n  Mr. W ilson. 
T h is  fac t s ta n d s  ou t as one of the 
u n eq u a litle s  of th e  lav  If Mr. Hay 
has been m ade a fav o rite  th e  coun ty  
officials a re  to b lam e.

T he  ac tion  of th e  dep u ty  road- 
m as te r in begu iling  Mr. W ilson to 
sign  an a g reem en t fo r th e  use of 
m ore  land  than  was paid fo r shou ld  
he rep u d ia ted  by all th e  coun ty  o f­
ficials who have hud th e  m a tte r  of 
a d ju s tm e n t In hand .

It Is, Indeed , a 
lan g ero u s ex p ed ien t, fo r tf th e  price 
s loo h igh th e  co n su m er su ffers, and  
f too  low, th e  fa rm e r  w ill no t ra ise  
is m uch  next y ear

T he N a tio n a l C ouncil of F a rm e rs ' 
io -o p e ra tiv e  asso c ia tio n s , re p re se n t-  
ng 4 00,000 g ra in  g row ers, has com e 
>ut now in fav o r of a  food bill con- 
a in in g  s tro n g  p rov isions fo r cu rb - 
ng th e  ac tiv ity  of sp ecu la to rs . Such 
i m easu re  w ould check  th e  rise  in 
irlces to  th e  p ro d u ce r as w ell as to 
he co n su m er It w ould not se rio u s-

T he 
p ress ag e n ts  of th e  c ircu s an d  th e  
th e a te rs  a re  c ru d e , lim ited  in th e ir  
resou rces, h u t th o se  of th e  la rg e r  In ­
te re s ts  a re  o ften  su b tle  and  in s id i­
ous. T hey  a re  a lw ays in sa tiab le . 
T hey hoodw ink  tile  press, even th e  
w orld ly  w ise d a llies , and  they a re  a 
n u isan ce  to  every  p u b lish e r

T he  O regon  e d ito rs  w hen they  
m eet cou ld  find no m ore f ru itfu l  su b ­
je c t fo r “ re s o lu tio n s” th a n  upon th is  
one. T h e re  sh o u ld  he m ore rig id  
sc ru tin y  of pu b lic ity  o f a ll k in d s th an  
is p rac ticed  by even  th e  la rg e r  and 
m ore a le r t daily  p apers  T h ere  
sh o u ld  he m ore re jec tio n  of free  
re a d in g  m a tte r  anil d irec tio n  of the 
p ress  ag en t to  th e  a d v e rtis in g  de­
p a rtm e n t.

In d isc r im in a te  d o n a tio n  of newB 
p ap e r space  never was a sen s ib le  po l­
icy.

T H E  A VIATION SQUAD.

M ention w as m ad e  in a P o rtla n d  
p ap e r th a t  p lans a re  being m ade to 
e s tab lish  an  a irp la n e  fac to ry  in th is  
v ic in ity  cap ab le  of tu rn in g  o u t th ree  
of th em  da lly  It is know n th a t  th e  
g o v e rn m en t d esire s  to  sem i 20,000 
of th em  over th e  ocean  fo r w ar se rv ­
ice, an d  th a t  n u m b e r can n o t be 
m ade in any  one p lace w ith in  th e  
tim e  lim it th a t is req u ired . T h e re ­
fore , why sh o u ld  som e of them  not 
be m ade h e re?

In th is  connec tion  it m igh t be p e r­
tin e n t to  say  th a t  th e  sp ru ce  lu m b er 
fo r th e ir  c o n s tru c tio n  com es largely  
from  th e  Pacific n o rth w e s t. I t Is re ­
po rted  th a t  S e n a to r C h am b erla in  is 
e x e rtin g  h im se lf in b eh a lf  of th is  sec­
tion  of th e  co u n try  an d  if th e re  Is 
not too  m uch p a r t ia l ity  show n fo r 
som e of th e  big e a s te rn  c e n te rs  we 
will get no t only  one fac to ry  here  
bu t sev e ra l.

T he  se n a to r , in h is e ffo rts  to  p ro ­
vide an  a d e q u a te  a ir  fleet but echoes 
th e  fee ling  of the  w hole c o u n try , yet 
he  m av be o v e rru le d  in som e of his 
o b jec ts . S e n a to r C h am b erla in  is th e  
ch am p io n , a lso , of th e  plan  to  d ra f t 
m en, no t fo r a c tu a l flying, bu t for 
“ th e  g ro u n d  se rv ice ,” w hich seem s to 
in c lude  co n s tru c tiv e  m ech a n ic ian s  as 
w ell as in s tru c to rs . It Is to  be hoped 
he w ill succeed in h is effo rts , for 
d ra f te d  m en in th e  fac to rie s  w ould 
no t cau se  de lays by s tr ik e s  o r w alk ­
ou ts .

T h e  a ir  fleet sh o u ld  be co n stru c te d  
as qu ick ly  as possib le. It w ould  tak e  
fifty fa c to rie s  tu rn in g  o u t bu t th re e  
m ach in es a day, a w eek to  b u ild  a 
th o u s a n d — an d  tw en ty  th o u san d  a re  
needed  a t once. N o th ing  w ould p lease 
th e  G erm an  g o v e rn m en t m ore th a n  a 
long delay  in th e  c o n s tru c tio n  of such  
a fleet— an d  th e  b ill a u th o r iz in g  it 
has no t yet passed th e  sen a te . I t Is 
recogn ized  th a t such  a fleet w ould do 
m uch to  sh o r te n  th e  w ar. It is of 
th e  u tm o st im p o rtan ce  to  in su re  to 
th e  a llie s— an d  to  o u rse lv e s— u n ­
q u estio n ed  and  ove rw h e lm in g  su ­
prem acy  of th e  a ir .

T h e re  can  be no ch eap e r way of 
b re a k in g  th e  pow er of th e  enem y. 
T he  A m erican  people  w ill e a rn e s tly  
hope fo r such  a fleet, and  the  people  
of O regon  w ill second  S e n a to r C h am ­
b e r la in 's  e ffo rts  in beh a lf o f th e  
n o rth w es t In its  co n s tru c tio n

T he po in t th a t new sp ap er p u b lish ­
e rs  w ould like  to im press  upon th e  
m inds of th e i r  re ad e rs  is th a t a d v e r­
tis in g  am i th e  tr iith - in -a ilv e rtis in g  
m ovem ent h av e  gone fa r  tow ard  co n ­
firm ing the  c o n ten tio n  of honest pub­
lish e rs  th a t  th e  b u y er buys w hat he 
ge ts and  n o t’ w hat he is to ld  he g e ts  
o r w hat he believes he is g e tt in g  —if 
he is hoodw inked  by d ish o n esty  in 
ad v e rtis in g  Such decep tion  is 
v icious, un d o u b ted ly  fo s te red  by u n ­
sc ru p u lo u s  trad e sm e n  w hose idea  of 
a business tra n sa c tio n  w as th a t of a 
b a tt le  o f w its, w ith th e  v ictory  to  the 
m ost cu n n in g  rogue.

T he ad v en t of m odern  ad v e rtis in g  
did m uch to  d rive  h ag g lin g  ou t of 
sm all p u rch as in g , fo r by read in g  a d ­
v e rtisem en ts  th e  b uyer w as enab led  
to d ispense  w ith m uch p re lim in a ry  
shopp ing  But th e  sh y s te r  a d v e rtise r  
was a lso  qu ick  to recogn ize  th e  te n ­
dency of people to p u t ta i th  in the 
t r u th  of th e  p r in te d  w ord , hence the  
need fo r h ig h e r  e th ica l s ta n d a rd s  in 
ad v e rtis in g . To th e  c re d it of honest 
m e rch an ts , th is  m ovem en t s ta r te d  
am ong  them  and  is being c a rr ie d  fo r­
w ard  by every  a d v e r tis e r  and  every  
ad v e rtis in g  m an w orthy  of th e  nam e. 
It is e x e rtin g  a pow erfu l influence 
fo r good in a ll public  tra n sa c tio n .

T he m odern  ad v e rtise m e n t is in 
effect a co n trac t. It could  h a rd ly  he 
m ore b ind ing  If s igned  by th e  a d v e r­
tise r  and  buyer, and  so w orded as to 
be legally  b ind ing . P ro g ressiv e  
s ta te s  tiave f ra u d u le n t a d v e rtis in g  
law s th a t  ten d  to  m ake  an  a d v e rtise ­
m ent a  legal c o n tra c t. T he field is 
not yet fu lly  covered , especia lly  in 
th e  w ild ca t in v es tm en t a d v e rtise ­
m en ts, w hich, ow ing  to  th e  h igh 
s ta n d a rd s  of honest n ew spapers  and 
o th e r  a d v e rtis in g  m ed ium s, a re  find­
ing ex is tence  p re c a r io u s  , bu t the 
tren d  is d is tin c tly  to w ard  fran k n ess  
and  fa irn ess . B efore long th e  a d v e r­
tis ing  m en will p robab ly  ad o p t a code 
of e th ic s  b u ilt a ro u n d  th e  idea th a t 
t r u th  in a d v e rtis in g  p ro m o tes t r u th  
in a ll d ea lin g s  and  th u s  m akes for 
( lie  b e tte rm e n ts  of m an k in d .

It looks as If som e of th e  m em bers 
of cong ress  a re  try in g  h a rd  to  re tu rn  
to  p riv a te  life. T hey  seem  to have 
fo rg o tten  th a t  th e  m en who re tu rn  
from  F ra n c e  will be v o te rs  and  itH of 
them  w ill h ave  a m em ory , how ever 
m uch they  m ay be lack in g  in a rm s 
and  legs.

The c ritic ism s and  s h a f ts  of pu b ­
lic op in ion  a im ed  a t S en a to r L aF o l- 
le tte  w ould p ierce th e  h ide  of a rh i- 
nocerous. S en a to r L a F o lle tte  show s 
th a t he has a th ic k e r  sk in  th an  th e  
an im a l m en tioned , o th e rw ise  he 
w ould be am en ab le  to  pub lic  opinion.
