I t  is no t 
know n o r  a s se r te d  th a t  any  of It is 
be ing  so ld  b u t th e re  is a  w ay to  find 
o u t. S am ples from  all o f th e  p laces 
w here  so ft d r in k s  a re  be ing  sold can 
easily  be h ad , and  th ey  can be a n a l­
yzed. T h en  It w ill be know n w h e th e r 
"T h e  g re a te s t  h om e-m ade d rin k  and  
b everage  in th e  n o r th w e s t"  is a  m uch 
m aligned  an d  h a rm le ss  concoction  o r 
a rea l b eer th a t  is m asq u e rad in g  u n ­
d e r  a n o th e r  nam e. If i t  is a  b eer th e  
p resence  of th e  g o v e rn m en t license 
can  be exp la in ed . If It is only  th e  
S im ple Sim on stu ff th e  license is not 
necessary  fo r th u t p a r t ic u la r  b ev e r­
age.

W hen you say  y o u r p ray e rs  these  
days you can  say besides say ing , 
“God help  o u r  a rm y ,” th e  nam es of 
those  who a re  gone.

R epo rts from  th e  food p ledge c a n ­
v assers  th ro u g h o u t th e  co u n try  show 
ab o u t 5 per cen t of fam ilies , who re ­
fused  to  sign  th e  p ledge. In School 
D istric t N um ber 4. w hich Includes 
G resham , th e re  a re  five fam ilies 
w hich th u s  re fu sed , w hich leaves ju s t 
95 per cent of loyal ones if th e ir  
p ledges a re  s in ce re  an d  th e re  is no 
ev idence th a t they  a re  o th e rw ise . T he 
can v asse rs  m et w ith  v ary ing  degrees 
of excuses and  obstinacy , from  a p lain  
re fu sa l to  abuse  of th em se lv es and 
th e  n a tion , no t fo rg e ttin g  th e  p re s i­
d en t in som e cases.

T h a t live per cen t of m ore  o r  less 
d isloyal people of th e  U nited  S ta tes  
a re  m ak in g  It ju s t  th a t  m uch h a rd e r  
fo r th e  a d m in is tra tio n  in its  e ffo rts  to  
su b d u e  au to c racy  and  win th e  war. 
T hose who abuse  and  vilify  th e  agen t 
of th e  gov ern m en t a re  p e rh ap s  lab ­
o rin g  u n d e r th e  Im pression  th a t In 
th is  co u n try  of free  speech  they  cun 
say an y th in g  they  p lease  and  get 
aw ay w ith It. T hey shou ld  not fo r­
get tru e  po liteness, even th ough  they 
do not ag ree  w ith th e  idea of food 
con se rv a tio n  and  all th a t it im plies 
to o u r  a rm ies  in th e  field, the  allies 
of th is  n a tio n , an d  even to  those  who 
rem ain  at hom e.

E very p ro-G erm an who can m ake  his 
in flu en ce  felt Is su p p o r tin g  th e  e n ­
em y as a g a in s t o u r  m en In th e  
tren ch es. T he  only effect of th e ir  
w ords is to  p ro long  th e  w ar, and  to 
sacrifice th e  lives of th e  b rav e  inen 
who a re  figh ting  th e  b u ttle  fo r c iv il­
ization  and  hu m an  lib e rty , w hich In­
c ludes th e  free  speech they  a re  so 
read ily  abusing .
