cam paign for P hilippine Independence 
th a t has ever been m ade In the United 
S ta tes is now under full headway.

T h is work is being d irected  by “The 
P hilipp ine M ission”, offic ia lly  em pow ­
ered by the P hilipp ine leg isla tu re  to  
proceed to  A m erica and work for inde­
pendence, and to "prom ote b e tte r u n ­
d ers tan d in g . g rea te r confidence, and 
closer economic re la tions betw een the 
U nited S ta tes and the P h ilipp ines.” 
M em bers of the M ission declare th a t 
the 10,000,000 in h ab itan ts  of th e  is ­
lands a re  p ractically  a unit for inde­
pendence.

The p a rty  also Includes P hilippine 
senato rs, m em bers of the House of 
R epresen tatives, secre ta ries  of d e p a rt­
m ents, m em bers of both political p a r­
ties in the Philippini s, as well as rep-I 
resen ta tiv es of ag ricu ltu re , Industry , 
com m erce, cap ita l, labor, education 
and the pr< ss.

We, therefo re , form ally subm it hereby 
the v ital and u rgen t question of Philip ­
pine Independence to  you, and th rough  , 
you, to the G overnm ent of the U nlt-1 
S ta tes In the confiden t hope th a t It | 
shall m erit a Just, righteous, and final 
se ttlem en t.

“Independence is the g rea t national 
ideal of th e  P hilipp ine people. The 
m em bers of the P hilipp ine Mission I 
here, rep resen ting  all e lem ents of 
P h ilipp ine life, are , one and all, ready ! 
to  te s tify  to  th e  ab so lu te  t r u th  of th i s | 
azsertlon  We believe th a t  th is  is th e  ( 
proper tim e to p resen t the question, 
¡coking to a favorable and d ec is iv e1 
action. 1» cause of the declared und tint- 
form policy of Am erica to w ithdraw  
her sovereignty  over the P h ilipp ine  
Islands and to  recognize our indep< :i4*i 
en te  az soon as a stab le  governm ent I 
ean Is estab lished . T hat there  Is now 
a stab le  governm ent In the P h il ip - '

p ines m anaged and supported  by the

—and none be tte r titan you will u n ­
ders tand  why, even under such condi­
tions. our people still crave independ­
ence, tha t they, too, may be sovereign 
m aste rs  of th e ir  own destin ies.

"S ir, when our na tional independ­
ence shall he g ran ted  us, the world 
will know th a t tlie people of Am erica 
are  indeed ‘bearers of tlie good will, 
lite protection , und the richest blessing 
of a libera ting  ra th e r  than  a conquer­
ing n a tio n ’, and tha t it was our liber­
ty , not your pow er, ou r w elfare, not 
y’our gain, you sought to enhance in 
tlie P h ilipp ines.”
