VOTE T IIE  KE<X>NSTIIUP 
M EA SURES.

It hns been urged In the past to 
vote down most of the proposed bond 
Ing m easures th a t appear on the lial 
lot from tim e to tim e In sta te  elec 
tlons. It Is hoped a hab it has not 
been formed which will lead voters 
to  vote against the reconstruction  
m easures com ing before the people on 
next Tuesday. D iscrim ination  musl 
be used. We arc in a reconstruction  
period. It lakes money, o r the credit 
of bonds, to do the g rea t Industria l 
work needed to keep Oregon out of 
the "Imck num ber" class. The Out
look today publishes a sum m ary of the 
reconstruct ion meaauren ,»e m 
they arc  all m erito rious and necessary 
and should lw carried  strongly.

Oregon Ims come to the front In 
every form of w ar work Why not 
keep her In the front rank  of pa trio tle  
and Industria lly  sta tes?

A ttention  is called to the fact that 
on tlie ballot a re  four proposed amend 
inenta to the s ta te  constitu tion . It 
should lie rem em bered in voting th a t 
the proposed app ro p ria tio n s referred  
by the leg isla tu re  cannot go Into effect 
w ithout the constitu tional am endm ent. 
If the constitu tional am endm ent does 
not carry  the m easure appropria ting  
the funds or au tho riz ing  the bonds 
cannot go Into effect even though the 
lu tte r should carry

Some of the m easures provide for 
undertak ings which seem  more or less 
local hut arc  of such im portance to 
the s ta te  us a whole th a t no one in 
the fartherea t corner of Oregon should 
fnll to vote favorably.

T he last leg isla tu re  was very fair 
and businesslike and its m em bers ask 
the endorsem ent of the voters on the 
m easures they have referred , f a n  we 
do any th ing  th a t will benefit ourselves 
and the sta te  at large more than  to 
vote favorably on tliew  reconstruction  
m easures

The $5,000,000 reconstruction  bond­
ing bill provides as follows:

I. T he sum  of 12 ,000 ,000  fo r rec lam ­
ation  of arid , sw am p and logged off 
lands, provided the federal governm ent 
allots Oregon an equal am ount. T his 
money will be spen t in developm ent 
of Oregon. The expend itu re  of $4,000- 
000 will c reate  a t least $20,000.000 of 
new taxable wealth. I t  will c reate  new 
values to help hear taxa tion  Instead of 
ra ising  taxes, since every  do llar of 
the principal and In terest will Is- re­
paid by the  se ttle rs. Soldiers, sailo rs 
und m arines will be given preferen tia l 
righ ts  u nder Secretary  of the In te rio r 
Lane's bill. Tift purpose of the c«n 
s titu tlonu l am endm ent and  the accom ­
panying m easure Is to enable Oregon 
to get Its share  of the Federal appro- 
p ro p ria tlo n  If th e  L ane bill passes.
II. T he sum  of $047,500 fo r th e  Land 
S ettlem ent Comm ission. Tills money 
will he spent in developing new farm  
homes in all p arts  ot th e  s ta te  which 
will be sold to se ttle rs, the p rim ary  
Idea being to provide farm s for re ­
tu rn ing  soldiers. These will not be 
given aw ay but will be paid for on 
long time, both principal and Intercut.

III. The sum  of $2.352.000 for much 
needed public build ings throughout 
the stute as follows:

New pen iten tiary , to coat not to ex­
ceed $500,000. R econstruction  hospi­
tal, not exceeding $350,000. Oregon 
A gricu ltu ra l College bu ild ings $500,- 
ooo. U niversity  of Oregon buildings 
$500,000. S ta te  N orm al School $100, 
000. S tate  Insane H ospital $150,000 
A rn io ries $207 ,500 , S ta te  S o ld ie rs’ 
Hom e $25,000, S ta te  In s titu te  of 
he ab le  to vote road b u ild in g  bonds 
valuations.

The governor and s ta te  board of 
control have prom ised th a t these build 
lugs will not be erected when a labor 
shortage exists, and th a t  th e  money 
will be expended only when conditions 
as to unem ploym ent exist, m using  n  
advisable to proceed w ith tile work in 
o rder to provide em ploym ent to labor

Thus It will be seen thut $2.647,500 
of the proposed fund is a perm anent 
Investm ent fund to be repaid  with 
principal and In terest and tha t the 
proposed bu ild ing  program  depends 
upon the necessity  a ris in g  for em ­
ploym ent of a su rp lu s  of Oregon labor.

The six per cent indebtedness for 
perm anent roads am endm ent will per 
m it Oregon coun ties to go uhead w ith 
lh e ir road bu ild ing program s. It is a 
local option m easure. C ounties will 
be ab le  to  vole road b u ild in g  bonds 
up to hI x per cent of th e ir  assessed 
valuation.
