The Oregon D airym en's League 
held an all-day m eeting in P ortland  
last Friday. At th is m eeting of the 
producers it was decided to raise the 
wholesale price of milk, as the cost 
of production has so Increased th a t 
1 lie dairym en have not been m aking 
expenses. The follow ing day the 
d is tribu to rs  m et and gave a co rres­
ponding boost to th e  re ta il price. 
The new schedule, according to the 
Damascus com pany will be 10 cents 
per pint, 15*4 cents per quart. At 
present no change was o rdered  In 
the price of cream  delivered.

Discussing th e  cost of production 
two prom inent dairym en gave cost 
figures. Ed. Cary of C arlton on his 
herd of 16 H olsteins reported  a loss 
of $101 per m onth , and W. M. Howell 
of Cape H orn lost 29 cents a day per 
cow du ring  the  past w inter. To de­
term ined the cost of production per 
100 pounds of m ilk, such item s as 
cost of feed, labor, in te res t upon 
money invested in stock and equip­
ment, taxes, and deprecia tion  of 
property w ere taken  in to  considera­
tion. The feed cost ranged from 
$1.88 to $2.50, depending upon 
w hether or not the ow ner practiced 
pastu ring  and soiling crop.

Ed. Cary found th a t the mill feed 
and beet pulp for each cow per 
m onth cam e to $17.50. The labor 
bill per m onth was $6.50 per cow. 
.Glowing $ 7 .iio for hay and  s u c c u le n t

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FOUR PACKING PLANTS
TO BE CONSOLIDATED

The form ation of a big enterprise 
took place last F riday when the di­
rec to rs of the A. Rupert & Co., Inc , 
increased the ir capital stock from 
$25,000 to $1,000,000 and paved the 
way fo r consolidating four of Ore­
gon ’s la rge canneries, those of G resh­
am , Lebanon, Falls City and New­
berg. These four plants have a daily 
o u tp u t of 10,000 cases of fru its, 
vegetab les and preserves, a business 
reach ing  $2,000,000 annually.

A. R upert, who is heading this 
$1,000,000 packing concern, says:

"T h e re  Is a great fu tu re  for O re -1
gon fru it. Indications are that thp r 
m ark e ts  fo r Oregon products will £  
rapidly Increase. The sta te  has been 
in need of well equipped canneries to a 
p rep are  the  products for the m arket 
and  it is our purpose to encourage “ 
grow ers, and when we see the need M 
of it, to  establish canneries in o ther $  
d is tric ts  in the  fu ture . ¿'

s PRESIDENT W ILSON’S PROCLAMATION

FREE STREET DANCE
BRINGS BIG CROWD

(M akiox D i ih .ev Er.i.xo) 
Y esterday I visited th e  Jackson

Powell place, one of the oldest hom e­
steads in the  county, and the  pio­
n ee r’s g rea tg ran d ch id ren  led me 
th ro u g h  the  old o rchard  to a hole 
in an apple tre e  w here a sm art blue 
jay had hidden a nest of six p re tty  
eggs. We peeped into a hum m ing 
b ird’s nest sw inging from an old 
honeysuckle vine. We laughed to ­
g e th e r  a t five hungry  wild canay 
babies who w ere expecting th e ir  
m other instead  of v isitors.

The old hom e bu ilt m ore than  
sixty years ago stands In a sunny 
Rearing. S yrlnga and wild cu rran t 
have grow n up th rough  the  floors. 
V irginia C reeper has strag g led  in 
from  the porch. But th e  s tou t 
brick fireplace w ith Its strong  oak 
m antel-shelf s tands up as s taunch  
and tru e  as Jackson  Pow ell who 
placed it there . F o r he had learned  
the brick lay er’s trude when a youth  
in old K entucky.

In 1839 John , Jackson , David and 
Jam es Pow ell left th e ir  hom e in Pike 
county in th e  blue g rass  s ta te , ju st 
across the V irg in ia line. They m ade 
th e ir  way across K entucky and Illin ­
ois into M issouri and K ansas, w here 
they rem ained  for e igh t years.

In 1847 John , Jacksou  and Dave 
Poweli again  took to the  tra il, th is 
tim e as m em bers of an em igran t 
tra in  bound fo r th e  O regon country . 
By p rairie  schooner they m ade the 
hazardous journey  to  The Dalles. 
By boat they continued  down the  Co­
lum bia to th e  vicinity of T routdale . 
They secured work th e re  du ring  the 
fall and w in ter ro lling  logs from  the 
m outh of th e  Sandy riv er to the gov­
ernm ent saw mill a t V ancouver. In 
the sp ring  of the  next year Jacksou  
Powell jo ined  the gold rush  to C ali­
fornia, rem ain ing  tw o years in the  
gold m ines th e re , and re tu rn in g  to 
Oregon in 1851 when he took up the 
donation  land  claim  w here he lived 
un til Ills death  in 1890, and w here 
th ree  gen e ra tio n s of the fam ily now 
m ake th e ir  home.

Jam es Pow ell follow ed his b ro ther 
to  O regon in 1852, b ring ing  with 
hint his wife, Eliza, and her two sis 
te r 's , Nancy and Ann Pugh. They 
came a t once to th is  vicinity , Jam es 
Powell locating  the  claim  ad jo in ing  
th a t of his b ro th er Jackson . The 
C harles C leveland hom e stan d s now 
where Jam es and Eliza Powell built 
th e ir  log cabin. I t was fo r Mrs. 
Jam es Pow ell, affectionately  known 
by the early  se ttle rs  as “ A unt Eliza 
Pow ell,” the  first woman to m ake a 
home here— th a t the Powell Valley 
was nam ed. This Powell Valley had 
pleasan t stre tches of open meadow 
th rough  the woods. I t suggested  the 
p rairie  to the  bro thers. Over the 
fields roam ed th e ir  herds of Short 
H orns, a f te r  they had estab lished  
them selves.

Miss Nancy Pugh and Jacksoji 
Powell were w edded in 1852. They 
had been sw ee thearts  back in Mis­
souri. Ann Pugh m arried  a  Mr. 
Dickson and rem oved to Roseburg.

F our childen, W illiam  Powell, 
C harles A. Pow ell, Mrs. Ada Mac- 
K enzle and Mrs. Olive H all, were 
horn to  the  Jackson  Powells. They 
were reared  here, a ttended  school in 
tile first little  “ w hite school house," 
where the G resham  grade school 
stands now. Mrs. P lym pton Kelly 
was one of the  early  teachers. To 
the log school house in No. 3 d is tric t 
over near the Colum bia slough they 
went to  Sunday school and to the 
q uarte rly  m eetings, w here an occa­
sional c ircu it r id e r preached.

The event of the year to which 
every one looked fo rw ard  was the  
cam pm eeting in th e  grove a t the  
present In tersection  of Main and 
Powell stre«-ts. Everybody came. 
Many fam ilies owned log cabins in 
the grove. O thers ten ted  fo r the two 
weeks of revival m eetings, when 
P reachers Belknap, S ta rr, Oglesby, 
Royal and m any o th e rs  preached anil 
exhorted , and fam ilies cam e from  Or­
egon City, P o rtland , Boring and 
D am ascus, from  up the Sandy and 
down the  Colum bia. Tills yearly  
g a th erin g  of friends was a g rea t 
p leasure to them .

All the “o ld -tim ers" have p leasant 
m em ories of the cam pm eetfng days. 
T here were (he frolics of the  young 
people a t  (he sp ring  beside the 
bridle path  half way betw een Mrs. 
W ithrow ’s and the  O. W. P. depot. 
And th e re  was th a t first business 
ven ture of C harlie  Powell and M artin 
and George R oberts. T here  were, of 
course, no concessions a t those g a th ­
erings w here the p ioneers m et for 
sp iritu a l re freshm ent. "H u c k s te r’s 
shops” were frow ned upon. In spite 
of tills disapprove! these th ree  young 
financiers opened up a peanu t stand  
ju s t outside th e  cam p g rounds near 
tile spring. And the young people 
were solem nly forbidden to patronize 
it, hut of course they did, and C arrie  
Roork (now Mrs. C harles Pow ell) ate 
too many peanuts, suffered a painful 
a ttack  of ind igestion , was well dosed 
by tier solicitous paren ts, and never 
once m entioned the cause of her 
illness.

To those m eetings cam e the C a th ­
eys, C ornu tts , H hattucks, D unbars. 
Johnsons, A rckou Kellys, P restons, 
S terets, R oberts, Richeys, Powells, 
S tanleys, Beers, M etzgers, Roorks, 
Reynolds, G lnders, Gieses, Coyles, 
V ickers, Bonds, W ings, M itchells, 
T aylors, L ieullings, Jones, W ilsons, 
Moores, Duwalls, C ulbertsons, R u­
dolphs, W elches and Cooks. If the re  
w ere o thers, p lease tell 11s of them . 
This d irec to ry  of nam es was g a th ­
ered  one day by eavesdropping  on 
C liarless Powell and G eorge Sleret 
w hile th e  tw o cronies visited and 
rem inisced in the tin« maple grove 
near the fo rm er’s home. These men 
have been chum s fo r m any years

MY FELLOW  COUNTRYMEN:
The trea ty  of peace has been signed. If it is ratified and acted 

upon in full and sincere execution of its term s, it will fu rn ish  the 
ch a rte r for a new order of affairs in the world. It is a severe treaty  
in the duties and penalties it imposes upon G erm any, but it is se­
vere only because the great wrongs done by G erm any are  to be 
righted and repa ired ; it imposes nothing th a t G erm any cannot do; 
and she can regain her righ tfu l standing in the world by the  prom pt 
and honorable fulfillm ent of its terms.

And it is much more than a trea ty  of peace w ith G erm any, i t  
liberates g reat peoples who have never before been able to  find the 
way to liberty It ends, once for all, an old and in to lerab le  o rder 
under which sm all groups of selfish men could use the  people of 
g reat em pires to serve the ir own am bitions for power and dominion.

It associates the free governm ents of the world In a perm anent 
league in which they are pledged to use th e ir  united  power to m ain­
tain peace by m aintaining right and justice. I t m akes In ternatonal 
law a reality , supported by im perative sanctions. It does away with 
the righ t of conquest, and rejects the policy of annexation, and sub­
stitu tes  a new order, under which backw ard nations— populations 
which have not yet come to political consciousness and peoples who 
are ready for Independence, but not yet qu ite p repared to dispense 
w-ith protection and guidance— shall no m ore be subjected  to the 
dom ination and exploitation of a s tronger nation , but shall be put 
under the friendly direction and afforded the helpful assistance of 

f  governm ents which undertake to be responsible to the opinion ot 
m ankind in the execution of the ir task by accepting the direction  of

■ the League of Nations.
I It recognizes the inalienable righ ts of n a tionalitie s ; the rights
■ of m inorities and the sanctity  of religious beliefs and practice, i t  
’  lavs the basis for conventions which shall free th e  com m ercial inter-
