Theodore R oosevelt v isited  the fair 
on W ednesday and spoke for a few 
m inu tes to  (lie crow d th a t  ga thered  
a t the g ran d s tan d  and lined th e  race 
track  w ith in  hearing  d is tance  and 
gave the  v is ito r an  en th u s ia s tic  wel­
come a t 1:3(1.

The announcem ent tlia t Roosevelt 
would v isit th e  fa ir cam e about the 
m iddle of tlie forenoon and adequate  
announce m ent of the fact could not be 
made, how ever, hund reds of people re­
ceived the w ord and cam e to sec and 
h ea r the fighting  son of a fighting 
fa ther. T elephones w ere kept busy 
and so far as possible, those who were 
known to be ad m ire rs  of the la te  Col­
onel Roosevelt were notified  tlia t h is 
son would be here. M essages were 
sen t as fa r  as F a irv iew , T ro u td a le . 
Sandy and E stacad a .

An inciden t of young R oosevelt’s 
b rief stop was th e  p resen ta tion  of a 
bouquet of wild as te rs  and  ferns by 
V irg in ia  C leveland, who was accom ­
panied by h e r fa th er, W. H. Cleveland. 
L ittle  V irg in ia  is tile g ran d d au g h te r 
of ( has. C leveland, who was one of the 
com m ittee ch iefly  in s tru m en ta l in a r ­
rang ing  for R oosevelt's visit.

Colom 1 Roosevelt was in troduced by 
M ayor K enney of G resham  in a few 
ap p ro p ria te  words. Im m ediately , Dr. 
C. E. Cline of P ortland , fa th er of Mrs. 
K arl A. M iller, proposed th a t the 
audience stand  w ith uncovered heads 
in honor of th e  illu s trio u s fa ther, one 
of the forem ost sta tesm en  of tile world.

Mr. R oosevelt’s speech was as fol­
lows:

F riends. I have seen the Oregon 
roads, Oregon apples and Oregon ch il­
d ren , and I like th e  last best. I have 
th ree  of my own and they  com pare 
very favorab ly  w ith  th is  one I po in ting  
to  V irg in ia ). I could scarcely say 
m ore for them

My tim e is sh o rt here, bu t I have 
two po in ts to m ake: F irs t, as c itizens 
o f . th is  coun try  we cannot sh u t ou r 
eyes to  the g rave d iitlfs  ahead  of us. 
N oticing all over the coun try  th e re  
a re  signs of un rest, llow  shall we 
m eet them ? One way, th e  average 
citizen has got fine com m on sense. 
One fault of m any Is th a t they  fall to 
exercise  t h i s  com m on sense. I t is the 
duty  of every citizen  to  be active in 
all phases of governm ent—local, s ta te  
and  national.

The second point ,1 am  out for Is;
I am  speak ing  for the A m erican 
Legion. I am  happy to learn  th a t you 
have a fine li t t le  post here. S tand 
back of it. H elp It all you can.

It 's  100 percen t A m erican—noth ing  
else. Rack it up. I t ’s going to act.
