" i t ’s a sin to fuss,” say th a t homely 

philosopher, Mrs. W iggs of the Cab­
bage Patch  fame. And she is righ t, 
but just the sam e the tem ptation  to 
bo a little  im patien t is very im m i­
nent when one begins to inquire into 
the sugar shortage. I t  has set house­
wives of P o rtland  racing a fte r  the 
cause of the condition. R eports and 
rum ors of hoarding have reached 
them  which they are  runn ing  dowu.

Every effort is being m ade to se­
cure the nam es of offending whole­
salers and the location of th e  w are­
houses which are  said to  bold large 
quantities of sugar, in o rd er th a t 
search w arran ts m ight be obtained 
and legal steps taken  to forge the 
ow ners of the sugar to place it upon 
the m arket.

Some m ain ta in  the shortage is 
general, but o the rs say it is local. 
W ithin the past two weeks fo r sev­
eral days no sugar could be p u r­
chased in G resham . The p rop rie to r 
of a sho rt o rder house on the o u t­
sk irts  of P ortland  could procure no 
sugar, white, brown, o r pow dered. A 
lei ter sent to a relative in M ontana 
incidentally m ade m ention of this 
s ta ll of affairs in Oregon. Some 
days la te r an am ple supply cam e by 
fre igh t from  M ontana.

The m erchants ou t in the country  
vary as to the  um ount of sugar a t 
each purchase, one se lling  the popu­
la r q u a r te r’s w orth while uno ther a 
few miles away sold a t the sam e tim e 
a do llar's  w orth.

A ssistant U. S. A ttorney John 
\  catch announces th a t heavy sh ip ­
m ents are now com ing in which is 
expected to rem edy the situation . He 
discountenances the alleged hoard­
ing, seeing no purpose in it since the 
price is Itxeil by the governm ent.

DI liiteiesl to Service .Men.
The B ureau of W ar Risk Insurance 

wishes to em phasize the im portance 
lo service men of one of tile p ro­
visions of the W ar Risk Insurance 
Act upon tlie fulfillm ent of which 
may depend th e  vulidity of th e ir  
i Iniiii to com pensation under the Act.

l in W ar Risk Insurance Act pro­
vides th a t "No Com pensation shall 
be payable for death  o r disability 
which does not occur p rio r to  or 
within one year a f te r  d ischarge or 
resignation  from  the service, except 
th a t where, a f te r  a m edical exam ina­
tion made p u rsu an t to regulations, a t
the tim e of d ischarge or resignation  
from tlie service, or w ithin such rea­
sonable tim e th e rea fte r, not exceed­
ing one year, as may be allow ed by 
regulations, a certificate has been ob­
tained from  the d irec to r to the ef- 
lei'i th a t the  In jured  person at the 
tim e of Ids discharge or resignation  
was suffering from  in ju ry  likely to 
resu lt in dea th  o r d isab ility .”

Many d ischarged m en a re  not fa­
m iliar w ith o r a re  Inclined to d isre­
gard  th is  provision of law and a re  a l­
lowing th e ir  rig h ts  th e re u n d e r to 
lapse.

Request for the  certifica te  m en­
tioned aliove should be m ade to the 
Chief Medical Advisor, B ureau of 
W ar Risk Insurance, W ashington, 
D. C.
