The vote In the senate  In favor of 
overrid ing  P resident W ilson’s veto of 
the  prohibition  enforcem ent hill wus 
66 to 20. The vote In the House was 
176 to 65. P arty  lines w ere not ob­
served In the voting. It has seldom 
happened in the h istory of congress 
th a t a p residen tia l veto has been so 
quickly and decisively disapproved 
and overcome. The House acted 
w ithin th ree  hours a f te r  th e  veto was 
received and the  senate acted on the 
follow ing day, w ithin a sh o rt tim e 
a fte r  the bill and th e  veto m essage 
were sent to it from the House.

Now, it Is announced th a t the pres­
ident will proclaim  the  end of w ar­
tim e prohibition  »« soon as the peace 
trea ty  with G erm any is ratified.
