Its  opera tion  was made 
L depend on a favorab le  vote in the 
tcunty when subm itted  by the  coun­
ty superintendent. It was not sub- 
jitted to the voters.

L of school ad m in is tra tio n  P rinci­
pal Goodwin says in his le tte r  to S u­
perintendent A lderson: ‘‘It is not 
lew. It has been tr ie d  ou t in o ther 
¡States for several y ¿a rs  w ith  good re ­
sults. Oregon m ay im prove upon 
the plans in use. A t least we may 
»pv anything from  them  th a t  we 
ire sure will im prove o u r present 
school system .”

The plan provides for th e  election 
if a county board  by th e  people and 
I county su p e rin ten d e n t by the
board.

Mr Goodwin has s tud ied  the  laws 
ind has consulted  au th o ritie s  re­
garding the pow er of the  leg isla ture 
to change th e  m anner of choosing a 
wunty school su p e rin ten d en t, it be- 
iig contended th a t th is  would in ­
volve am ending the constitu tion . Mr.
Goodwin does not th in k  so. He says:

The county school superin tenden t 
ii not an officer un d er the  C onstitu ­
tion. County officers a re  m entioned 
under Article VI of the  C onstitution, 
ud in sections 6 and 7. Section 6 
reads as follow s: “ County Officers.
There shall be elected in each county, 
by the qualified voters thereof, a t the) !?ro,’er
ilme of holding general elections, a
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those in incorporated towns employ-! 
ing a city school superin tendent and j 
d istric ts  of the first class.» A super-, 
in tenden t should not superintend a ! 
superin tenden t of equal rank and ex­
perience.

6. D istrict Board Members,— Dis- : 
tr ic ts  of the second and th ird  class ' 
should retain  th e ir  boards of educa-1 
lion, to be elected by the voters of the I 
respective d istricts, o r selected by the , 
county board, to be custodians of the 
loeal school property and to serve in 
an advisory capacity to the coun t' I 
board.

For the same reason 
th a t the people of the district form er­
ly paid a uniform  rate  of taxation for 
school purposes, the people of the 
county should now pay a uniform 
rate . Uniform ra te  of taxation for 
public school purposes throughout 
the sta te  will be the next step in ad­
vance, and the ideal system will be a 
uniform  rate  of taxation on all the 
property of the nation for public 
school purposes.

2. County School Tax, —  This 
point needs no explanation except to 
say tha t it is approved and recom­
mended by Hon. P. P. Claxton, Com­
m issioner of Education of the United 
S tates, and o ther em inent educators 
m entioned on page 3.

3 County School F unds.— It is 
the intention  of this change in our 
school laws to  insure as nearly as 
possible equal opportunity  to every 
boy and girl in o u r state. The county 
board of education would take a 
broad view of the expenditure of the 
funds of the county so as to m ake the 
schools as nearly uniform  as possible. 
At present, the little  red schoolhouse 
iu many d istric ts has served the pur­
pose for which it was built several 
years ago, and should be consolidat­
ed with o ther school property in the 
com m unity. Uniform equipm ent and 
b e tte r teachers would come under a

A special program  dealing with 
club work projects, m ethods, dem ­
onstra tions and report»— will be 
supplied by the s ta te  club leader's  
office.

All work offered in all courses wl’l 
be fundam ental, sub ject to  such 
modifications as may su it the cir­
cum stances under which different 
farm ers apply them . This is a rad ­
ical d ep a rtu re  from  .fo rm er p rac­
tices. in which m uch of the  work 
dealt with special deta ils as applied 
by certa in  special farm ers. The new 
policy is though t to offer farm ers 
the  best opportun ity  ever presented 
to  them  to get ju st w hat they w ant 
in advancing th e ir  farm ing  in terests.

In addition  to  the  fundam ental in­
struction  offered num erous dem on­
stra tio n s  and exhibits wHl be given 
to enforce the m ost v ita l points. The 
use of Oregon factory-m ade, hom e­
m ade and rem ade fam ily supplies 
will fea tu re  the exhibits. Economy 
and good ta s te  In dress, labor-saving 
appliances, refreshm en ts for social 
ga therings, one day 's ration  and re­
ducing its cost, and home canning 
will all be staged by the home eco­
nomics departm en t. Like exhibits 
will be presented  by the farm  d e p a r t­
ments.
