NETWORK OF ROADS.

One of the most im portan t meas 
ures t 
congre
send highway bill. Every person who 
uses the  public highw ays, wagon, 
truck or autom obile, should  be a 
booster for the  proposed netw ork of 
good roads, having th e ir  foundation 
upon a federal system , and which are 
to be extended by sta te s  and counties 
to the end tha t good roads will be 
more frequently  met w ith, and bad 
roads the exception.

As explained by S enator Tow nsend, 
au th o r of the hill, the purpose of the 
m easure is to tak e  care of in te rs ta te  
traffic, to serve the  large cen ters of 
com m erce In each s ta te , to  meet tlie 
m ilitary needs of the country , and to 
tie  the country toge ther in u un it so 
that it will be possible for the sta te s  
to plan and connect th e ir  system  wltn 
the national system , and thus connect 
the im portan t com m ercial centers.

The counties would then  connect 
w ith the s ta te  system , and build out 
from  the cen ters of population into 
the farm ing  com m unities like the 
spokes of a wheel, form ing a road 
plan th a t would do th e  largest num ­
ber of people the greatest good.

Each un it, according to  Senator 
Tow nsend, would be made m ore e f­
fective and efficient and the farm er 
would be given a num ber of m ar­
kets, Instead of one, for hia produce. 
This road plan would grea tly  reduce 
the cost of tran sp o rta tio n , and lower 
the cost of living to tin ' consum er.
