you could get th a t kind of books 

h e re ;’’ "You haven ’t got a cook 
book around  anyw here have you?"

The foregoing rem ark s show that 
th e re  a re  s till citizens who regard 
the Public L ib rary  as a m ere over­
grow n shelf of subscrip tion  books. 
B ut they are becoming a sm aller m i­
nority  daily.

The ou ts tan d in g  fea tu res of lib ra ­
ry work today are those of com m u­
nity  service, giving it th e  righ t to 
th e  title  "U niversity  of the  people" 
above all- o th e r  in stitu tions. The 
u tilita ria n  side of life is touched In 
the constan t supply of Inform ation 
on poultry , gas engines, baby food, 
fertilizers, socialism , f ru it  cake, sin-1 
gle tax, and the hundred  o th e r  topics 
th a t in te rest any com m unity.

The schools a re  the most constant 
patrons with th e ir  requests  for pict­
ures of all kinds, questions on ob ­
scure m atte rs  re la tin g  to geography 
and history  and. constan tly , sto ries ) 
fo r story  hours and p lans fo r next 
m onth ’s work.

G resham  has gained In m any ways 
since the estab lishm en t here of the 
Union High school— th e  lib ra ry  g a in ­
ing with th e  rest of the  tow n. F or 
tlie High school s tu d e n t is an arden t 
patron  both th rough  his own desires 
and the assignm ents from  In s tru c t­
ors. It Is a g rea t s igh t to look in the 
com m ittee room s of th e  lib rary  an I 
see the debating  team s p reparing  for 
the fray. The periodical Hies are 
spread about the  tab les— a debater 
is delving a f te r  in fo rm ation  on some 
point to be brought fortli fo r the d is­
com fiture of ills opponents.

The older people s to p 'to  read  while 
they aw ait an app o in tm en t dow n­
town or the  next tra in  hom e. The 
children  come in for a sto ry  hour, or 
play tag  on the  back lawn. And ev­

This is an aid to 
good service as th e re  Is not so m uch 
danger o f a tang le  up of w ires re ­
su ltin g  from  high wind storm s, sleet, 
etc., as when each pole ca rried  30 to M
