'1 
am hungry, I am hungry?* And the 
voice of one who wWches ns aa we 
prepare gifts to celebrate his b irth ­
day cornea again to the ears of onr 
souls—’1 am hungry! I am hungry 11 I 
am hungry ! 1!'

“Now, tit* Children and the mothefu 
ln Armenia are dreading the winter. 
‘Juet human rem nants they are, not 
protected, many of them, from the ele­
ments by even th<* dignity of rags. 
The moat favored heve merely shred­
ded ra g s ’ How shell we sing onr 
Chrlstras* songs snd laugh and light 
the candle« and give heentlfnl gifts 
while that pleading voice cries In the 
ears of onr souls. '1 am naked and cold 
—naked and coldT

“Rut we can feed and clothe these 
perishing one-: - some of them—before 
It la too late. H erbert Hoover has ca­
bled from the Caucasus ‘It le Imp .ssl- 
hle that the loss of AMMSk) lives can at 
this day be prevented, hut the remain­
ing 600,000 can poaslhly be saved.' 
They need not starve anti freeze and 
die If we will save them In the name 
of him who saw the m ultitude 'as 
sheep not having a shepherd end was 
moved with compassion toward them,' 
who exclaimed when Ills disciples 
would turn them away, 'They need not 
depart, give ye them to ea t! ' open 
your heart and purse and give to 
these Christians whom he love», who 
are suffering for him snd with whom 
he Is suffering They need not die.
