The educational in terests of a  lo­

cality are its most im portant assets. 
We may have to work to earn  our 
own bread and bu tte r but working 
conditions should be such th a t every­
one can devote some tim e and money 
to  educational purposes. We may en­
gage in business or a profession but 
as our ability and opportunity  In­
crease our responsibility enlarges to 
make a better education more easily 
available to all.

B U SIN E SS IS  GOOD.

The business of the railroads is a 
key to the general business situation . 
When business is good the railroads 
find use for all the ir equipm ent and 
lay plans for enlargem ent. When 
business Is poor generally , through 
w hatever condition, cars stand idle, 
shops cu rta il ou tpu t and everybody 
feels down In the m outh. This is be- 
causo the railroads are so big, cover 
tho country so generally  and are  so 
vitally connected with all im portan t 
m ercantile lines.

This is the day of uutomobiles and 
trucks but evidently th is country bus 
need yet for the railroads and they 
should be kept in the most efficient 
condition.

f t is to be hoped the re tu rn  of tho 
roads to private ow nership will be the 
stim ulus to investm ent and develop­
m ent which will load to Improved ef­
ficiency.
