FOUR OF DISTRICTS 
TURN DOWN U. H. S.

All of the  d istric ts except Victory 
voted to stay out of Union High 
school d istric t last Saturday a t the 
election.

The contest run so close in some 
d istricts and both sides worked so 
hard tha t there was nothing certain  
about the  final vote un til the votes 
w ere counted. The fight waged hot- 
eRt In Fairview  and Lusted districts. 
In Fairview  the vote was large, 37 
for and 49 agiWnst. Only seven votes 
would have tu rned  the tide in this 
d istrict. W orkers for the project 
were very much encouraged by the 
vote in Fairview  as favorable sen ti­
ment was grow ing steadily.

Lusted was the next In line with 
a 21 foPand 36 against. The fight in 
Lusted was waged up un til the last 
m inute and good gains were made by 
the side which desired to join during 
the last few days. According to the 
reports one of the strange features 
of the Lusted fight was the change of 
a ttitu d e  on the part of the leaders. 
At the beginning of the campaign it 
was felt tha t w ithout a doubt Lusted 
would come in as the d istric t had 
wanted to come In once before and it 
was known th a t most of those who 
opposed it before were now tn favor 
of the project. But contrary  to all 
expectations the form er prom oters re­
fused to endorse the action now and 
tu rned in and worked against it with 
all of the ir streng th . In spite of the 
active campaign against the  propo­
sition Lusted tu rned  tn a good vote 
In favor of joining Union High school 
d istric t No. 2.

A good deal of surprise was ex­
pressed over the defeat of the m eas­
ure In Cedar d istrict.
