O ther ho rticu ltu ra l experts have de­
clared th e ir  fear th a t the Oregon 
apple crop would not be adequately 
protected by poison sprays th rough 
notices Issued by the O. A. C. Exper­
im ent Station entom ologist. Due 
notice th rough the press and o th e r­
wise have been given grow ers where- 
ever possible. Call for the second 
brood spray A ugust 5 to  15 in the 
W illam ette valley d istricts, were 
made by Professor Lovett in the 
press last week. Growers who fail 
to spray may find th e ir  crops un­
salable.

j orchards and fields stretch  out for
! miles and miles nearly to the snow 
line on the  south and on the north  
down to the bluffs and in some places 
nearly to the river.

Hood River, the town, looks like
! a small paradise.

We had no tim e to stop long an«, 
there were many o ther views of the 
valley from  tim e to tim e but none

j so beautiful as from the point near 
j the Grand View sum m er home.

There were no falls on the W ash 
ington side of the river but the  

J stream s have cut the ir way down to 
j nearly the level of the Columbia and 
have left deep ^prges through which 

j they race, white with foam to where 
they em pty into the Columbia.

It would take a book to tell of all 
the w onderful places and views which 
are seen from the Evergreen hlgn- 

I way and the kodak en thusiasts In 
our crowd couldn’t take a ten th  of 
the scenes they wanted.

From  Cooks to Stevenson the road 
runs along the river grade and is 
m ore nearly  like the highway on the 
Oregon side of the river. The scen­
ery is different however and for 
some reason, unexplained by our p ar­
ty, the  river seemed to be w ider than  
from the Oregon side. Perhaps It 
was the fact th a t the road was lowft- 
and th e  se tting  sun was lighting up 
the river w ith golden lights.

By the tim e Stevenson was 
reached it w as.grow ing dark  and the 
Outlook force was fo rtuna te  in be 
ing in tim e for the last ferry  across 
from Stevenson io Cascade Locks. 
The little  ferry  th a t took the two 
Outlook cars and ano ther machine 
across the river w asn't ju s t as solid 
and safe as many of the party  would 
desire but we reached the shore in 
safety and a f te r  a sho rt wait while 
the evening passenger train  and a  
frigh t train  passed a t the siding, we 
got back on the paved road and head­
ed for home. I t was then near 9:30 
p. m. and a fte r  a sho rt stop in Cas­
cade Locks to give the engines a 
drink of w ater and to m easure the 
gasoline, everything being in fine 
shApe, we sta rted  for home.

The evening was perfect and all 
enjoyed the quiet ride In the soft ev­
ening air.

A stop was made a t W aukeena 
falls for a late supper and then the 
party  continued the homeward 
stretch .

We arrived In Gresham about 12 
p. m. and the speedom eters indicated 
about 150 miles each.

A body believed to be that of Kino 
Sakinada, a Japanese woman who 
jum ped¿iff the A lder-street dock into 
the W illam ette river and drowned 
herself March 26, was recovered yes­
terday a t the foot of S tark street. 
The body was taken to the public 
m orgue for fu rth e r  identification.

Kino Sakinada was 30 years old 
and lived a t Gresham, Oregon. Her 
two children had gone to Japan  for 
education In th e ir  native philosophy 
and her husband had died. A fter 
the departu re  of her children she 
grew  despondent and com m itted su i­
cide. The body was identified by the 
clothing. The au thorities were h u n t­
ing last night for the dead woman's 
b ro ther to confirm the identification.

• The bounties in round num bers 
range from 160 to $475, according 
to rank last held and the num ber of 
years for which the man re-enlists.
