In speaking of the two am endm ents 
which are up regulating  the length of 
the legislative sessions, Mr. Gill ex­
pressed himEelf as being much In 
favor of the 60-day session In pref­
erence to the divided session. The 
divided session, which provides for a 
4 9-day session and then la te r for a 
20-day session for tak ing  final action 
on bills, gives splendid opportunity  
for g raft and for getting  Jokers Into 
the laws th a t had passed the first ses­
sion. Mr. Gill favored the longer ses­
sion, however, and thought th a t the 
60-day session will be of general 
benefit. The la tte r  bill carries with it 
Increased sa laries for the members of 
the legislative assembly. The pro­
posed m easure m akes the salary  $5 
per day or a sum not to exceed $300 
for the 60-day session.

Mr. Gill spoke a t somo length In 
favor of the idea conveyed In the 
antl-com pulsory vaccination am end­
ment which will take away all laws 
which compel persons to be vaccinat­
ed before they can enjoy the priv il­
eges of schools.
