W H E N  the child-

g ry , here a re  some 
w holesom e deligh ts th a t 
w ill sa tisfy  the m ost
ravenous appetite. 

Cookies
% cup shortening
2 cups sugar

(4 cup milk
2 eggs

*4 teaspoon grated nutm eg
1 teaspoon vanilla ex trac t 

or g rated  rind of 1 
lemon

4 cups flour
3 teaspoons Royal 

Baking Powder
Cream  shortening and su­
g a r together; add milk to 
beaten eggs and beat 
again ; add slowly to 
creamed shortening and 
sugar; add nutm eg and 
flavoring; add 2 cups flour 
sifted with baking pow­
der; add enough more 
flour to m ake stiff dough 
Roll out very thin on 
floured board; cut with 
cookie cutter, sprinkle 
with sugar, o r put a  rai- 
ein o r a  piece of English 
walnut in the  center of 
each. Bake about 12 min­
utes <n hot oven.

Cocoa Drop Cakes
< tablespoons shortening 
1 cup sugar 
1 egg
A cup milk 

11. cup flour
5 teaspoons Royal 

B aking Powder
% cup cocoa 
!4 teaspoon sa lt 
1 teaspoon vanilla

Cream  shortening; add 
sugar and w-ell-beaten 
egg; beat well and add 
milk slowly; sift flour, 
baking powder, salt and 
cocoa into m ixture; stir  
until smooth, add vanilla 
P u t one tablespoon of 
b a tte r into each greased 
muffin tin and bake In 
m oderate oven about 20 
m inutes Cover with boil­ed Icing.
