The o ther day in Bombay, India, two 
mischievous English boys killed a  p ig­
eon in the s t r e e t  The pigeon is a 
sacred bird In India and there  was a 
riot im m ediately. The police stepped 
In but th a t was not the end. The next 
day there  was a  g rea t religious s trik e  
and all simps, sto res and the stock 
exchange hud to close th e ir  doors.

In E g y p t'a  native from the country  
d is tric ts  came to town on Ills camel. 
A young American woman —a w in ter 
torn isl was w alking past when the 
country Egyptian carefully  leaned 
down from Ills high position and spat 
in her face. Asked why, he said ahe 
was a dog of a C hristian  and was 
w alking the stree t unveiled.

Defeated Germany roars about pay­
ing a fifty throe billion dollar indem ­
nity for the destruction  she w rought 
In tlie o ther lands and it Is only th ree 
years since her kaiser told the B erlin  
parliam ent that Germany would de­
mand a hundred billions from the allies 
If she won. And th is w ith no de­
struction  on her own soil.

ea rin g  fo r th e  h e a lth  of th e  s tu d en ts .

"W e a re  m ak ing  a keen d is tinc tion  
betw een h e a lth  serv ice and  sick serv ­
ice,” exp la ined  Dr. B ovard . “ We a re  
co n cen tra tin g  o u r  energ ies  upon ta k ­
ing care  of th e  men and women here 
so th a t  th ey  w on’t g e t s ick .” "T h is ,” 
con tinued  th e  dean , "does no t m ean 
th a t th e re  is to be a re lin q u ish m en t 
in care  of th e  sick . Every  cau tion  Is 
being ta k e n  to  g ive those  who do be­
com e III th e  best of a tte n tio n , bu t 
s tre ss  is being la id  on th e  fact th a t a t ­
ten tion  to  th e  body in daily  life tends 
to offset a  p red isposition  to  sickness 
and  In g en e ra l in creases efficiency.”

In line  witli th is  p rev en tiv e  w ork 
O fegon has adop ted  a novel system , 
w hich Dr. B ovard hopes will do m ore 
th an  any o th e r  th in g  to m ake  ami 
keep Hie s tu d e n ts  h ea lth ie r .
