T h is is as tru e  and app licab le  to ­
day as ten  years  ago.

P R E S ID E N T 'S  C A B IN ET NOT A 
LEGAL BODY.

Every  fou r years  w hen a new p re s­
iden t tak es  his office th e  A m erican 
people h e a r a g re a t deal ab o u t his 
“ c a b in e t.”  One w ould th in k  th a t  th e  
cab ine t Is th e  g rea te s t body in th e  
coun try , a t leas t ab le  to  p u t th ro u g h  
g re a t ac ts  and m easures.

As a  m a tte r  of fac t thW p res id en t's  
" c a b in e t” as such  haH no legal ex is t­
ence o r pow ers. In c rea tin g  th e  de­
p a rtm en ts  13 2 years ago. congress a u ­
tho rized  sec re ta rie s  to head them , 
bu t no m en tion  was m ade in th e  law 
of a cab ine t o r  a cab in e t council. 
T h e ir  sec re ta rie s  w ere to  be adv isers 
of th e  p res id en t and to  conduct th e  
various gov ern m en t businesses u n d er 
th e ir  cha rg e  accord ing  to  th e  laws 
provided by congress.

Of course, P res id en t W ashiffgton 
called  his sec re ta rie s  In to  co n su lta ­
tion  freq u en tly , b u t it was som e years 
a f te r  th e  first p res id en tia l office be­
gan  befo re th e  term  “ cab in e t” was 
heard . Il would be in te re s tin g  today 
to know  who first used o r  p rin ted  the 
word “ cn b ln e t” In connection  w ith 
th e  p re s id en t's  se c re ta ria l co n fer­
ences

Ju s t now, w hen a  new  cab in e t Is 
ab o u t to  tak e  its  place, It Is In s tru c t­
ive to know how th is  body op era tes . 
They alw ays m eet In execu tlve-secre t- 
session , and on reg u la r fixed days se­
lected  by th e  p res id en t h im self and  
officially announced . If each secre­
ta ry 's  Im p o rtan t depart m en t business 
w ere tak en  up and  discussed , the  
m eetings would be end less affairs. 
C onsequently , each  sec re ta ry  d iscuss­
es such m a tte rs  sep ara te ly  w ith the  
p res id en t. Only m a tte rs  of w eight, 
involving ad m in is tra tio n  policy, and 
pieces of leg isla tion  desired  by th e  
p residen t and  th e  sec re ta rie s , a re  d is­
cussed a t th e  sessions.

P res id en t-e lec t H ard ing  is to  be 
co n g ra tu la ted  on h is se lection  of th e  
heads of th e  gov ern m en t d ep a rtm en ts  
who will co n s titu te  h is cab ine t.
