PRESIDENT HARDING.
W arren Gamaliel H arding becomes 

today the 29th president of the United 
States, with Calvin Coolidge as vice 
president. The president was 55 
years old on the second of last No­
vember, which was election day. 
Mrs. H arding 's name is Florence, an 
incident which all American people 
like to know.

H arding was governor of Ohio, his 
native state, from 1904 to 1906. In 
1915 he was elected United States 
senato r from Ohio and was re-elect­
ed, resigning his senatorship recent­
ly. He is of Scotch-Dutch ancestry. 
His fa the r was a physician and la 
still living. As a boy H arding knew 
the necessity and formed the habit 
of hard work, obtained a fair 
education, attending  college in Ohio. 
Like Lincoln he split rails in his 
youth. He became a p rin ter and 
la te r  p roprietor of the M arion' Star, 
now a dally newspaper, of which he 
is still one of the principal owners. 
H arding keeps fit physically by plen­
ty of recreation, especially golfing.

H arding is a man of big affairs, a 
hard worker, adaptable to new situ ­
ations, modest and affable. Mrs. 
H arding is a queenly woman and 
highly capable as the first lady of the 
land. She is actively in terested  In 
and assists her favored husband in 
his affairs.

A man, who has associated with 
H arding In his publishing business 
for many years says of his em ployer 
and associate, "W . O. is the  straigh t- 
est, fairest, squarest man in the 
w orld.’’

The new president seems to have 
been particu larly  happy in his selec­
tion of his secretaries. As the Ore­
gonian says, he has surrounded him ­
self with big men, one of whom 
barely missed the office of president 
and several of whom are well qual­
ified tu hll It.
