We 
have not read w hat the m in ister’s 
conclusions are, but he is said to be 
following the m ethods of Dr. Chas. 
P ark h u rst in his crusade against 
vice.

One thing Is certain  we would not 
wish to encourage exhibitions of brute 
force. They are dem oralizing, a relic 
of the past and not In keeping with 
modern Christian ideals of manhood 
or civilization. An am ateur boxing 
contest, for fun or for a title , Is as fa r 
us such an institu tion  should be per­
m itted to go. A pugilistic fight can­
not be defended from any worthy 
standpoint.

If two citizens got Into a fight on 
the streets they would be arrested  for 
d isturbing the peace. Dueling Is ta ­
booed. An attem pt to put over a bull 
o r cock fight would rouse a storm  of 
protest and the th ing  would be quick­
ly suppressed as cruel and Immoral. 
Yet two men are perm itted to pummel 
each o ther to a knorkout, If not per­
m anent physical disability o r possible 
death , and the public applauds. If it 
were a contest of physical streng th  
or endurance, a w restling m atch or 
o ther ath letic contest would suffice. 
The fistic Ideal is low. Few fathers 
and no m others w ant th e ir  boy to 
grow up to be a pugilist.

L et’s get away from the fistic Idea 
and ideals.
