LA GRIPPE

to  regard  as "a very bad cold” is re a l­
ly a “deadly" d isease and for m any 
people proves fu lly  us dangerous as 
pneum onia, a lthough  its  ravages a re  
not a s  im m ediate.

H ere is a  good 
illu s tra tio n  w here "A stitch  in tim e 
saves n ine" In fact, p revents a dam age 
to v ita lity  which cannot la te r be re ­
paired. W hat has thus been recorded 
as regard s the dangers of la g rippe is 
the h is to ry  of la grippe under drug 
tre a tm en t and under a ll o ther t r e a t­
m ents except O steopath). F o rtu n a te ­

ly for m ankind, la g rippe is not a 
deadly disease under O steopathic care .
The O steopathic physician is able to 
con tro l the pathological (or d isease) 
changes set up In the o rgan ism  by 
la-g rippe  so th a t he ac tua lly  modifies 
the d isease entirely .
