Not only do they run the risk  of 
bringing on them selves blindness or 
death l»y Imbibing the poisonous 
moonshine stuff but they a re  w ilfully 
breaking the law, and encouraging 
o thers to do the same, which brands 
them us disloyal and dangerous c i ti­
zens. The)’ a re  crim inals and their 
attitude and actions have led to m ur­
der and the loss of many lives.

The num ber of those who seem d is­
posed to encourage acts nullifying the 
prohibition laws is surprising ly  large 
und many are  officials or "higher-ups."

It Is certa in  the great m ajority of 
American men and women want p ro­
hibition and w ant it s tric tly  enforced. 
They believe they are now, and have 
been In all the fight to secure p rohi­
bition, actuated  by m oral principles 
love of decency and good citizenship 
and of hum an life and m orality,—and 
cannot he expected to ever quit until 
these principles a re  fully secured ami 
firmly established.
