COUNTY SOIL SURVEY
MAP SOON READY

(MELVIN J. BRUGGER»
The soil inap and repo rt of M ultno­

m ah county, based on the soil su r­
veys taken by the federal bureau of 
soils and Oregon experim ent station, 
will be published and available for 
d istribu tion  w ithin a few weeks. This 
soil survey w ork has been carried  on 
throughout the W illam ette valley for 
several years and the field w ork is 
now com pleted in six counties. Linn 
county field work will be com pleted 
th is sum m er and the re  will rem ain 
the m apping of Lane and Marion 
counties in o rder to com plete the 
survey of the valley.

The soli m ap and r i^ o r t  of W ash­
ington county has ju st been received 
from the prin ter.

This work costs about two cents a 
mile or equivalent to the cost per 
county of one-half m ile of paved road. 
Official sam ples of every soil type are 
collected and subm itted to the ag ri­
cu ltu ra l chem ist for analysis. A naly­
tical w ork has been com pleted for 
Yamhill, Multnomah, and Benton 
counties, also  Jackson and Josephine 
counties. A fter these analy tical tests 
have been made, the w ork is fol­
lowed up by field fertility  experi­
m ents on the leading types of soil. 
The analyses indicate and the field 
tr ia ls  confirm the needs for inc reas­
ing production of different soil types, 
says W. L. Pow ers, chief of soils at 
O. A. C.

The soli survey report, he says, is 
of g rea t value to  the farm er as it 
gives him inform ation as to the 
m ethods of soil m aintenance and 
m anagem ent. It form s a basis for the 
introduction of new farm  crops, new 
practices, and Is a valuable guide to 
the determ ination  of Irrigation  soils 
It guideR the county agent and soil 
specialist In advising se ttle rs . The 
report also  serves as an invoice of 
the ag ricu ltu ra l resources In the 
county, and lays the foundation for 
investigations for developing a p e r­
m anent system  of ag ricu ltu re  for ev­
ery kind of soli and every fnrm.

Oregon experim ent sta tion  bulletin 
185 gives a p relim inary  rep o rt on the. 
m anagem ent of W illam ette valley 
soils. It contains chem ical analysis 
of soils for the lower valley counties 
and gives some recom m endations for 
reclam ation and im provem ent based 
on resu lts  of Oregon soil investiga­
tions. This bulletin  is now available 
at the college.
