P erhaps it Is 
characteristic  of all sm all c ities—and 
some large ones—as It Is of some peo­
ple. P erhaps It grows out of d isap­
pointm ent In connection w ith an ef­
fo rt to  put over some pet Hcheme, 
financial or otherw ise.

I t  Is well to  th ink it over, however, 
and ask oneself w hether the re  Is re a ­
son for such a com plaint when w orthy 
causes a re  proposed and to  w hat ex­
ten t the personal a ttitude Is respon­
sible.

L eaders a re  needed but they m ust 
have follow ers. It Is better for a sen ­
tim ent to  develop In a com m unity and 
seek a leader than  for a leader to seek 
a following. The best com m ander Is 
the one who has first learned to obey. 
The best leader is the one who does 
not seek leadership but Is w illing to 
do the best possible If needed.

T here a re  many incipient move­
m ents In every com munity, which 
would be of g rea t benefit If encour­
aged, which aw ait the touch of a 
guiding hand, a  d irecting mind, a sym­
pathetic  heart, to bring them Into well 
d irected and successful activity.

If m ore people of the locality would 
step  forw ard when some w orthy u n ­
dertak ings a re  proposed or s ta rted  or 
seem to lag, and say, ” 1 am Interested. 
W hat can I do to help? W here can 1 
take hold?” W hat a new Impetus 
would lx* given and what a benefit 
would resu lt to ttie Individual and the 
cause.

The way th ings have shaped in the 
R uhr Invasion seem to be ano ther ef­
fect of the conference, not only the 
W ashington Conference, but each one 
th a t has tried  to reach the sam e de­
sired  resu lt. Undoubtedly if the world 
w ere in favor of w ar the Ruhr Inva­
sion would take a very different 
aspect from the p resen t one. By the 
past conferences the public has been 
tra ined  to avoid w ar if possible, thus 
F rance  finds herself w ithout as many 
strong  allies as w ere in the late w ar 
Possibly we s tress  public opinion too 
m uch but it is th a t unseen force 
against which no nation, be it a m on­
archy, autocracy, or a dem ocracy, can 
hope to contend. If the W ashington 
Conference had no other effect but 
th a t on public opinion we could never 
say th a t it was w ithout resu lts.

It can hardly  be expected th a t one 
conference will have a g rea t many 
effects but it will be the combined re 
su its  tha t will finally reach  the goal.
