WHOOPING COUGH
CAUSES MANY DEATHS

Among the contagious diseases 
whooping cough ranks next to diph­
th e ria  as a cause of death, says Dr. 
F rederick  D. S tricker of the Oregon 
S tate Board of H ealth. Even then the 
seriousness of the disease as a c rip ­
pling agent is probably g rea te r than 
It is as an im m ediate cause of death, 
i t  is very unfortunate— for the ch il­
dren— tha t many paren ts still hold to 
the tim e-w orn idea tha t whooping 
cough is one of the necessities of the 
early  years of life and little  effort is 
made by them  to safeguard the ir I

the statem ent tha t 90 per cent of the 
deaths from  th is disease occur under 
the age of five years so the older your 
child is before the disease is co n trac t­
ed the m ore favorable will be the 
chances for com plete recovery.

All children who have not had the 
disease a re  susceptible to  it, and will 
probably contract the disease w ithin 
two weeks afte r exposure. The d is­
ease Is most contagious ln the first 
few weeks of Its onset, and it p rob­
ably rem ains contagious until tw o 
weeks afte r the characteristic  cough 
has disappeared.
