Tuesday, June  12, the W illys-Over- 
land Company of Toledo, Ohio, p ro­
duced its one m illionth ca r and th is 
car bearing seria l num ber 1,000,000, 
m ark ing  as it does a significant event 
in the annals of one of the w orld's 
largest autom obile Industries, will be 
given official recognition by all 
W illys-Overland branches, d is trib u t­
ors and dealers th roughout the United 
S tates during the week of June 18 to 
the 23d. This week has been set aside 
by P residen t John N. W illys as Ju b i­
lee Week when celebrations will be 
carried  out in every section of the 

| country.
Big p reparations a re  com pleted to 

make the week a notable one, follow ­
ing a week of m any functions In To­
ledo when the W illys-Overland com­
pany en tertained  the leading civic 
clubs of the city to luncheons and 
dinners In the A dm inistration build­
ing.

Some Interesting Facts.
The creation  of the one m illionth 

j ca r is conducive to some re trospec­
tion. The orig inal Overland was de­
signed and built in T erre Haute, In- 
dianna, in 1901, by Claude E. Fox, a 
youthful graduate of Rose Polytechnic 
Institu te. The ca r proved to be an 
innovation due chiefly to the fact th a t 
the m otor was placed over the fron t 
axle instead of being placed under the 
seat as w ere the engines In all other 
ca rs being made a t th a t time, the de­
signer insisting  tha t the location over 
the front axle was the logical place 
and asserting  th a t In tim e all m anu­
fac tu re rs would recognize the advisa­
bility of ft. Another decided im prove­
m ent tha t the Overland had over other 
ca rs of th a t period was the seating ar
rangem ent. E arly  models of the car 
cam e out with the en trance to  the rea r 

■ seat from the side, while the entrance 
i to the rea r seat on o ther m akes was 
from the rear. The Overland was also 
the first car to adopt the four doors 

, now universally  used.
The car was named Overland

Charles M inshall then president of the 
S tandard Wheel W orks of T erre 
Haute and the advertising  slogan In 
those days was "The Overland will get 
you there and back." L ater on the 
p lant was moved to Indianapolis and 
finally to Toledo, w here the gigantic 
factories of the W illys-Overland com- 

I pany are tu rn ing  out over 1.000 cars 
I a day.

Tempt the Child’s Taste.
With the value of milk to the grow­
