w orkers have found it cheaper and 
an effective aid to child tra in ing  to 
m anufacture the ir own supplies in the 
orphanages scattered  th roughout the 
en tire  region from Syria to the Cau­
casus in which the A m ericans a re  ca r­
ing for approxim ately one hundred 
and seventeen thousand children.

Not only has th is method been found 
to fu rn ish  superior products, accord­
ing to w orkers who have been re ­
sponsible for these activities, but it 
p repares the children  for occupations 
tha t will eventually  make them self- 
supporting , such as prin ting , carpen­
tering , ta ilo ring , dress-m aking and a 
dozen o ther trades.

The sam e plan is said by these 
w orkers to  have been followed with 
considerable success in the adm inis­
te ring  of general relief. Because it 
was found th a t the ind iscrim inate dis­
tribu tions of money and food tended 
to make perm anent beggars of those 
th a t received th is form  of relief, in ­
d ustria l shops have opened w here em­
ploym ent is given to those in need. 
The products of these shops are  either 
sold or used in caring  for the orphans 
and adult refugees.

Though such m ethods cannot be 
adopted in relieving such widespread 
suffering as now exists in Greece and 
the islands of the Aegean and Medi­
te rran ean  seas w here nearly  two m il­
lion refugees a re  gathered  and where 
sta rva tion  and disease a re  reported to 
be causing deaths by the thousands, 
hey have been found to be practicable 

in regions w here the suffering is not 
so acu te or w idespread and have re ­
sulted In the saving of a large am ount 
of money, w hich it has been possible 
to apply to an extension of necessary 
relief activities.
