FIRE PREVENTION WEEK.
Next week, October 7 to  13, will be 

fire prevention week—w hat every 
week ought to be. But by proclam a­
tion of the governor and special efTort 
to spread Inform ation and aw aken In­
te re s t It Is hoped to arouse more than 
usual in terest In the subject.

The governor's proclam ation even 
asks all churches, schools, civic and 
m unicipal bodies to Join in exercises 
and in all ways possible help to edu­
cate the people to the im portance of 
doing all possible personally and as 
com m unities to leaden lire hazards.

T hat there is need of such a cam ­
paign Is evident to  all who read and 
think.

In the United S tates last year 15,000 
persons w ere burned to  death, the 
equivalent of one every 35 m inutes.

The tire loss In the United S tates 
la s t year am ounted to  over half a bil­
lion dollars, approxim ately $5 per cap ­
ita. O regon’s loss was $9,000,000, or 
»11.25 per capita.

This loss we a re  told Is borne by the 
people who pay Insurance prem ium s, 
not by Insurance com panies.

Reduction of fire loss would mean 
reduction of prem ium s.

I t s trikes us as most fitting th a t 
tire prevention week should come at 
th is  tim e of year as the risk  when 
house tires a re  sta rted  w ith the com ­
ing of fall w eather is undoubtedly 
great.

T hree th ings a re  of first Im port­
ance: See th a t chim neys, pipes and 
stoves are safe; see th a t moss Is 
cleaned from the roof and rubbish 
from the prem ises, and, lastly, eternal 
vigilance.

The center of in te res t for American 
Maaonn will very soon be located at 
A lexandria. Va., Just ac roe t the Poto­
mac from W ashington, D. C., where 
on November la t will be laid the co r­
nerstone of the m agnificent George 
WaHhlngton Maaonlc N ational Me­
m orial. Thia aplendid struc tu re , 
which will he one of the moat im pos­
ing memolala on the continent, will 
coat approxim ately four million dol­
la rs. and to thia building and m ainte­
nance fund Maaona from every afate 
are contributing.

The design for the m eem orlal is 
taken from those of the ancient tow 
era built by G reeks and Homans to 
m ark the en trance to the ir harbors 
and on whose sum m its g reat flaring 
beacons lighted the way of the m ari­
ner a t night.

The arch itec ts  say of It: “The great 
tower of the m em orial rep resen ts to 
the world at large the guiding spirit 
of W ashington in sta tesm anship  and 
his revered precepts which for all 
tim e will set an example by which the 
Ship of S tate may direct Its course.”

It Is expected tha t the ceremony 
will draw together the g rea test a s ­
sem blage of distinguished Masons In 
the history of the country.
