LIBRARY SER V ICE

How the busy housewife, school 
teacher and storekeeper help the ru ra l 
com m unities get books from the public 
lib rary  is shown by a review of the 
various lib ra ry  sta tions In M ultnomah 
county.

Up in the h ills of the Columbia 
river highw ay a t Brow er Is a fa rm ­
house w ith a blue and w hite ‘'Public 
L ibrary  S ta tion” sign. Busy as every 
farm  housewife is, the ow ner of th is 
house takes the tim e to  supply  her 
neighbors with w in ter reading.

A teacher a t the Buckley school is 
show ing her in te rest in the com m uni­
ty  by giving her own tim e to take 
charge of a collection of books in the 
new com m unity house every Monday 
afternoon from  four until six and 
W ednesday evening from 7:30 un til 9.

T routdale has the d istinction of be­
ing one of the first sm all tow ns in 
Oregon to  have a library . Long be­
fore M ultnomah had a county lib rary  
a group of women sta rted  and m ain­
tained a sm all lib rary  in the tow n of

Troutdale. When the county system  
was organized, th is reading room was 
taken  over by the  county in about 
1905. I

The sam e women w ere instrum ental 
in having a room provided for the li­
b rary  in the new town hall and for 
the p lanting  of and caring  for an ex­
trem ely  a ttrac tiv e  garden a t the  en ­
trance to it. Books may be borrowed 
from th is  reading room every Tuesday, 
Thursday and Saturday  between the 
hours of 2:30 to 5:30 and 7 to 9 p. m.

Corbett, in p lanning the new high 
school, provided a room for a public 
lib rary  station . This sta tion  is under 
the charge of Miss A gatha H arding 
and is open every Monday and F riday 
from 3 un til 4:30 p. m. This is a con­
solidated lib rary  d is tric t as well as a 
consolidated school d istric t. The 
school bus for Bridal Veil w aits long 
enough for the B ridal Veil students to 
visit the lib rary  and select books for 
their own and the ir neighbors’ use. 
P ark rose  has th is  sam e form of lib rary  
service on Mondays from 3; 30 to 4:15 
and from  7:30 un til 9 p. m., W ednes­
days and F ridays from  3:30 un til 
4:15.

C ountry storekeepers make it pos­
sible for various com m unities to have 
the benefit of lib rary  service. The 
s ta tion ’s lib rarian , early  in the fall, 
stopped a t a new little  sto re a t the 
corner of P leasan t Home and Lusted 
roads. Mr. Stevenson, the ow ner, ex ­
pressed his w illingness to have books 
In his new store so now P leasan t 
Home again lia.. public lib rary  s e r­
vice. The store of J. J. Hughes a t 
Ascot A cres on the Base Line road has 
been a d istribu ting  point for th is d is­
tric t for two years. The sum m er book 
wagon stops here and gives the re s i­
dents, during  the sum m er m onths, the 
advantage of a com bination book w ag­
on and sta tion  service.

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festival tim e, who first celebrated it, 
or when or how. Nobody knows If 
December 25 >» ¿he righ t anniversary  
of C hrist's  birth.

Celebration of b irthdays was con­
sidered heathenish by early  C hristians 
and it was not un til afte r 341 A. D. 
th a t an investigation was made Into 
the date of C hrist's birth  by o rder of 
Pope Ju lius. This se t the  date a t 
December 25, although m any sections 
celebrated Jan u ary  6, April 20, March 
29 and May 20.

Pope Ju liu s set the date as Decem­
ber 25, and established the festival at 
Rome on th a t date. This is the dute 
of the w inter solstice, when w inter be­
gins to decline tow ard spring, which 
for cen tu ries before C hrist had been 
celebrated by Druids and other pagans 
as the chief festival of the year.

M istletoe was an object of special 
veneration with the D ruids, and was 
gathered with great cerem ony in De­
cember. It survived In C hristm as ob­
servance with the kissing, a relic of 
the S atu rna lia  of the ancients.

The Yule Log of old England began 
In the Druidic bonfires celebrating  the 
Yule festival.

Holly and M istletoe.
Holly grow s In alm ost every coun­

try, and because of its tho rns and Its 
blood-red berries was associated, cen­
tu ries ago, w ith the Passion of Christ. 
Mistletoe, which grow s on oak trees, 
used to be held sacred by pagans be­
cause the oak was supposed to be the 
symbol of the ir god. Thor. At the 
tim e of the g rea t pagan w inter festi­
vals it was custom ary to decorate with 
all kinds of green th ings. When peo­
ple became Christians they held onto 
some of the old custom s and contin­
ued to decorate the ir homes and places 
of worship with greenery . Holly, 
which was easily  secured at C h ris t­
mas tim e, na tu ra ly  becam e a favorite, 
and the m istletoe failed to  be fo r­
gotten.
