Today Portland Is voting on the Is­
suance of nearly a million dollars in 
bonds for the purchase of rights of 
way for approaches to the Burnside 
and Ross Island bridges and widening 
of certain streets tributary to the 
Broadway and Steel bridges.

PLANT

Larger and better crops of veget 
ables can be produced with the aid of 
electric lights. Five electric lamps 
arranged to diffuse uniform light on 
a plot of lettuce, were turned on dally 
for about six hours, beginning at dusk 
In twelve days this lettuce developed 
two and a half times as many leaves 
as other heads planted at the same 
time but not exposed to electric tight. 
The heads of forced lettuce, it is as­
serted, "were larger and Armor and 
brought better prices.”

Electrical experts have been able to 
determine the market value of a first 
class holt of lightning. The prodigious 
power of a brilliant flash of lightning 
Is actually worth about one dollar 
Recent scientific calculators estimate 
the voltage of a lightning bolt at about 
fifty million and there Is assumed to 
be an amperage of one thousand 
These give a total of fifty million kil­
owatt*. Hut the lightning flash lasts 
for less than one-thousandth of one 
second. On this basis the total 
amount of electrical energy devel­
oped would be about ten kilowatt 
hours, or approximately one dollar's 
worth. If the rate were as low as ten 
centa. While a bolt of lightning may 
not he worth much, like most uncon­
trolled energy It may do a vast
amount of harm.
