exhibits in place on tue opening day. f 
There were a few last m inute fo lk s ,; 
but they w ere greatly  in the minority. 
H lth  a vigorous swing the gates 
opened to m ore than 7000 paid adm is- 1 
sions Tuesday and the fa ir was on. 1 
As is usual with all such events, the 
livestock barns draw  great crowds. 
P u r- b re d  s to c k , m u ch  of it th e  ex h ib it 
of club boys and girls, Is receiving 11 
much favorable comment. The pigeons, 
chickens and rabbits come in for their 
share of praise.

Apiary, hor­
ticu ltu re. floriculture, domestic a r t,__
in fact it's all here even to  the "eats .”

The sham battle  Tuesday evening 
was w itnessed by fully 5000 people. I

filled to capacity  and hundreds over­
flowed and occupied every possible 
point of vantage w ithin view of the 
race track . H erbert Hayes of Port 
land, a m em ber of the how itzer com­
pany of the 162d in fan try  was severely 
burned about the  face and hands when 
a one-pounder exploded prem aturely.

Following the “battle," the particl 
pants were furnished with a substan ­
tia l lunch by the ladies of the Baptist 
guild at the expense of the fair board. 

Queen Patricia Crowned.
Every point of vantage in and 

around the grand stand was filled with 
eager specta tors on W ednesday a f te r­
noon to catch a glim pse of Queen 
P atric ia  I., in real life known as Miss 
P atric ia  Smith, last year acclaim ed 
P ortland s most beautiful girl. Her 
a ttendan ts, the Misses M arjorie Scott, 
Irene Schlegel, F rances H are, May- 
belle H arris  and Lois W instock were 
clothed with th e ir  vestm ents of roy­
alty  and escorted to places of honor. 
P atric ia  Temple, five years old, was 
the queen’s tra in  bearer. Governor 
P ierce laid aside the cares of sta te  and 
placed the crow n upon the queen's 
brow thus giving her undisputed sway 
over her w illing subjects un til the 
close of the fair. Following the coro 
nation cerem ony the queen and her 
a ttendan ts occupied special boxes 
w here they w itnessed the parade and 
Indian races. Mayor Baker accom­
panied by City Com m issioners Barhur,
Mann and Bigelow, arrived la ter and 
occupied seats of honor in the royal 
box.

Colorful in b righ t purples, reds and 
greens, the Indian parades a re  sp e c­
tacu lar. F eathered  and painted, they 
seem to greatly  enjoy the in te rest they 
create.

The women appear to  resen t any 
attem pt on the p a rt of the bystanders 
to kodak them, hut Chief G ilbert Min- 
tho rn  posed as best he could on his 
restless pony and asked tha t a p icture 
be sen t him a t his home address, 
Cayuse, Oregon.

A 
num ber of excellent pieces have been 
loaned for exhibition purposes only 
These include a silk muffler 125 years 
old, a hand-woven and colored bed­
spread over 100 years old, a square of 
tapestry  loaned by Mrs. Blom which 
had been brought from Jerusa lem ;
Mrs. A rthur H ager has contributed a 
fine display of real cluny laces.

The elderly  ladies especially a re  do 
serving of mention In the exhibit of 
fancy articles. One has pieced “The 
devil’s fingernails”, a qu ilt consisting 
of about 8000 inch-square blocks. Al­
together the exhibit is a most c red it­
able one.
