It should be 
en tirely  obvious th a t the fundam ental 
basis for profit has always been and 
alw ays will be com mercial egg pro­
duction. If the com m ercial man 
could not make money out of his 
s tric tly  com mercial egg proposition, 
the industry would be en tirely  u n ­
stable, and the breeder would soon 
find tha t he hail no m arket for baby 
chicks. It is often argued th a t new 
people going into the business will 
alw ays furnish such a m arket, and 
th a t the breeding end of th e  gam 
alw ays gives best assurance of ade 
quale financial returns. However, in 
the final analysis, the conclusion nl 
ways points back unerringly to  com 
tnercial eggs—th a t It m ust be pos 
sible to produce them at a profit if th. 
Industry would prosper.”
