Therefore the 
m atter was brought to the attention  of 
the fish and game commission, and 
they, with the assistance of the an g ­
le r’s club, and donations of labor by 
T routdale citizens, by using dyna­
mite, cleared the mouth of the Sandy, 
so tha t there is a channel now through 
which we will expect an unhindered 
run next spring. So much for that.
