Flume Accident Injures Four Men.

H om er Moulton and Robert Shum ­
way, two w orkm en employed by the 
Cameron-Hogg Lum ber com pany at 
Dodge park , while w alking home along 
the top of the flume Saturday, fell a 
d istance of 10 feet when 60 feet of the 
flume w ent down with them. Two 
other workm en, whose nam es could 
not be obtained, w hile repairing  the 
flume Sunday, a t the scene of th e  ac ­
cident of the previous day, fell the 
same distance, the irtjuries of the four 
men consisting of painful bruises only. 
The flume lias been weakened consid- 

) erably  under the w eight of snow and 
I ice w hich accum ulated during the re ­
cent storm , and th is is regarded as the 

J cause of the two accidents.
The Cameron-Hogg mill has been

tions. The flume a t th is point is 40 
feet in height.

The la tte r  is controlled 
by a valve on the instrum ent board 
and is regarded as unusually  efficient 
The windshield is of one-piece, self 
ven tila ting  type and ca rries  a fixed 
visor.

Don't t ru s t to your memory; m ake 
penciled notes of the whole affair, e s­
pecially a sketch of the place where 
the accident happened. In th is way 
you will have a com plete diagram  
tor your auto club 's legal departm ent 
to work with. You, the driver, a re  not 
the only one who should do this. Have 
your passengers get Into the crowd, 
take nam es of w itnesses, etc. Possibly 
you will he the guilty person but don't 
tell the o ther driver th a t It was your 
fault. Keep your m outh shut.

If your ca r is insured, repo rt the 
accident to the place specified in your 
policy, and repo rt it immediately.

Of course it Is not easy to do ail 
these th ings in the excitem ent a tten d ­
an t upon an autom obile accident, but 
If you don 't it will be a ten to one bet 
th a t you will lose your case and not 
collect one cen t of damages.

Often each party  will th ink the 
o ther to blame. Sometimes a claim
