The church has an Im portant place 
In the  com m unity, In conserving its 
m orals and In shaping Its intellectual 
and social ideals. The influence of the 
church Is a re s tra in t upon the forces 
of law lessness and an encouragem ent 
to personal, social and civic righ teous­
ness. Its  presence m akes for safer 
m orals, safer hum an life, safer homes 
and safer property.

Especially does the church conserve 
hum an life by holding up a high s ta n ­
dard of health  of mind and body and 
purity  of thought and conduct.

T here are o ther institu tions of pure­
ly hum an origin th a t do th is also but 
not w ith the sam e insistence and ap ­
peal to  religious motives.

V irtue for v irtue 's sake is good but 
v irtue  for C hrist's sake and human 
ity ’8 sake is regarded as an ever high 
er ideal.

The part of the church in guiding 
the young and instilling a reverence 
and love for high and virtuous ideals 
cannot be too strongly  em phasized 
But to be tru ly  effective there m ust be 
cooperation between the church and 
the home. W hat can the church do to 
save the young from the snares and 
p itfa lls of sin If, in the home, dls- 
card lt is throw n upon Its teachings 
and efforts or a corrup ting  exam ple is 
constantly  set before the child?

The benefit of the church in a com 
m unity, in fact, the necessity for Its 
work of uplift and upbuilding, is gen- 
eraiy  recognized and encouragem ent 
is generally  given.

Dr. H erm an N. Bundeson, health 
com m issioner of the city of Chicago, 
in a c ircu lar on vice conditions, in 
which he lays bare the alarm ing in­
crease of the social evil and the ex ­
trem e dangers to the young, urges 
paren ts Io safeguard their children, 
among other ways, by bringing them 
under the saving Influence of re ­
ligious teaching. He makes th is ap ­
peal, taken from March Physical Cul­
tu re  mugazine, which commends his 
effo rts:

"Take your child to church. The 
grea test uplifting influence in civil 
Ized life is the church, and cold and 
cheerless Indeed is the churchless 
com m unity. Even the one who does 
not go to  church feels the effect of it 
influence and receives the benefits 
th a t come from its presence. Its  good 
offices reach out in countless ways 
and directions em bracing the com 
m unity in an atm osphere of unselfish 
ness and morality.

"We m ust develop in our children 
a love of m orality for its own sake 
ra th e r  than righteousness based on 
fear of the consequences of lmmor 
ulity.

“Mere laws cannot create  m orality  
Force does not create  righteousness 
These qualities come from w ithin 
from the soul and from the enllght 
ened m ind.”

One of the im portant building ac tiv ­
ities in P ortland  In which many men 
in and near G resham  are  Interested Is 
the building of a new home for Mult 
nomah ('am p No. 77, Woodman of the 
World. This camp was organized In 
1891. Its present location and the lo­
cation of the new home is at the co r­
ner of E ast Sixth and Alder streets.

Of the cam p's 6400 m em bers th e re  
a re  several hundred living In the 
eastern  part of the county outside of 
P ortland. The new home will cost 
about 2125,000 and work on the new 
building will s ta rt a t once and will he 
finished by fall. The plans w ere 
draw n by W. W. Lucius, a member of 
the  Camp. The plans call for a two- 
story  and basem ent concrete s tru c tu re  
with ex terior of brick, em bellished 
with ca s t stone and w rought iron 
trim m ings. The in terio r will be fin­
ished with terrazzo floors and m arble 
w ainscoting. The building will be 
110x138 feet in dim ensions.

The m ain auditorium  and lodge hall, 
located on the first floor, will be 70x90 
feet in n rea and Is designed to seat 750 
people. Adjoining tlie lodge hall are  
an te rooms, check rooms and general 
offices. A ladles' parlor also Is locat­
ed on the first floor.
