N early 20 
club m eetings w ere held w ith an a t ­
tendance of 161 persons; four achieve 
m ent program s w ere held w ith an at 
tendance of 225: four local exhibits 
w ere held w ith 63 competing.

Up to date the re  have been 14 clubs 
com pleting the ir w ork 100 per cent 
Four com m unities have given achieve­
m ent day program s a t which tim e all 
the boys’ and g ir ls ’ w ork was put on 
display. Several dem onstrations w ere 
given as p art of the exercises.

The P ortland leaders and M ultno­
m ah leaders held a jo in t m eeting on 
May 1 when m any im portant features 
w ere discussed for the fu rtherance of 
club work.
