OBEGOVS BONDE II H IT .

Much has been w ritten  of late re ­
garding Oregon's bonded Indebtedness 
and the sta te  has been given much 
unfavorable advertising  in this re ­
gard for It has been made to  appear 
th a t Oregon about tops the lis t of 
sta tes in bonded debt in proportion to 
population.

The Business Digest issued season­
ally by the United S tates National 
bank of Portland  contains an artic le  
by C. (’. Chapman, the s ta tistic ian  and 
editor of Oregon Voter, on th is  sub ­
ject, in which, afte r a thorough p res­
entation  of the subject, he draw s the 
following conclusion:

“ As the net debt of sta tes, payable 
from general taxation, is known to 
have increased substan tia lly  since 
1922, it may be said w ithout possibil­
ity of au thoritative contradiction tha t 
so far as sta te debt payable from ta x ­
ation Is concerned, the per capita debt 
of Oregon is considerably under the 
average for the United S tates at th is 
time. Instead of being a t the top of 
the list. Oregon'» position would be 
about in the middle, along with Minne­
sota and W ashington, somewhat under 
New York and considerably under 
M assachusetts.

"Any com parison of sta te  debt which 
fails to take into account the circum ­
stance that over 90 per cent of Ore­
gon's s ta te  debt is se lf-sustain ing, and 
not a burden upon the general tax ­
payer. ia an unfair com parison as to 
Oregon In com parisons of debts of 
cities the custom la to classify sep­
arately  such debt as is met by general 
taxation  of property. Application of 
the sam e custom ary ru le to the Ore­
gon sta te  debt would reveal tha t it is 
lower than  the average sta te  debt in 
proportion both to ssaesaed value of 
property and to  population."
