Another bright ray of hope shines 
over Europe, em ulating from Locarno, 
w here the Security pact was recently 
signed. Five g rea t nations, including 
Germany, agree to outlaw  w ar be­
tween them It Is said to be the 
g rea test step tow ards establishing 
peace since the nations signed the 
A rm istice seven years ago.

Any conditions of peace in Europe 
m ust certain ly  depend on friendly re ­
lations between Fram  e and Germany, 
with the new agreem ent embodying 
such relations ami entry  of Germany 
into the League of Nations, the high­
way to perm anent peace seems to 
have been opened for the advance of 
all nations.

With the consum ation of this Ideal 
how tru ly  w e  can feel th a t "these 
dead" have "not died In vain,” and 
how thankful we us a nation should 
he tha t so many of those who tast 
the "b itte r cup of w ar" have be 
spared to bring into life’s activities 
new ideals of peace.

Let ns rejoice at the “dawn of peace 
as we did seven years ago. Let us re 
m em ber the sacrifice paid. Let 
honor the living heroes.
