HEATH SENTENCE FOR 
CRIMINALS.

G reat B ritain  is considering the 
abolition of the noose and substitu t­
ing the use of coal gas as a m eans of 
officially k illing crim inals.

In America, Lewis E. Lawes, w ar­
den of the far-fam ed Sing Sing prison, 
asks for a general revision of the 
penal sta tu tes  and the sentencing of 
all classes of convicted crim inals to 
penal institu tions w ithout minimum 
or maximum period of punishm ent be­
ing fixed. He would substitu te  the in­
determ inate sentence, the period of 
punishm ent to  be decided by a p a r ­
don hoard, non-political and of high- 
minded and Intelligent character. 
Thus, w hile G reat B ritain  is consider­
ing how to continue the snuffing out 
of life, A m erica’s mind runs m ore to 
the thought th a t crim inality  is a con­
dition th a t may be corrected  under 
hum ane and scientific treatm ent.

The g rea t cry  of those who hold to 
cap ita l punishm ent Is tha t It ac ts as 
a deterren t. Those who would abol­
ish the death penalty, however, con­
tend th a t capital crim e Is lower where 
the death penalty does not obtain. 
Some contend th a t w hile m ankind 
may have the righ t to inflict punish­
m ent for crim e, the taking of life af­
fronts the divinity. Those of s te rn er 
thought point to the biblical w arning 
tha t he who lives by the sword m ust 
die by the sword.

W hatever may he the eventual ou t­
come of these two lines of reasoning 
It is hoped tha t out of them will come 
a general revision of the s ta tu te s  in 
the several sta tes th a t will bring the 
adm inistration  of justice m ore Into 
harmony.

Thus day by day we learn to ad just 
ourselves and render m isfortune less 
burdensom e.

Tlie T alkless Telephone will put Joy 
into many a heart, as it will increase 
the usefulness of thousands heavily 
handicapped by nature. One of the«'* 
days, when hum anity learns m ore to 
apprecia te  its kinship, the lilind, the 
deaf, nnil the lam e will find little  
handicap in the ir ntllietion. Possibly 
no m an since tim e began has done 
more along th is line than  Henry Ford, 
who in his genious for organized ef­
ficiency has rendered the earning ca ­
pacity of tlie man with one arin  equal 
to that of the mail with two. bringing 
the weak and strong on a parity.

To date our thoughtlessness and our 
party  patronage system has forced in­
to tlie background such im portant se r­
vice. The spoils theory is > en ­
trenched that even the governm ent 
scrub  w om an's Job is dependent on 
tier ability  to swing or cast the vote. 
Slowly, however, the governm ent 
must come to see that tlie world Is 
suffering a trem endous economic 
w aste In the vast power rendered use­
less by our failure to ad just tt. This 
fact stim ulated  by at least a sem ­
blance of the hum an touch holds 
bright and clear the lamp of hope for 
thousands of our fellow c rea tu res  who 
have suffered so long a time.
