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The bookkeeping force of the Berry 
G row ers Packing company is busy 
checking over the w ork of the pastf 
year and com piling records for the 
purpose of closing the year's accounts 
on March 31. Work will begin soon 
on m aking of hallocks for the field 
cra tes in preparation  for the busy 
harvest to come in June  and July. In  
consequence a call is being made to 
berry  grow er members to  re tu rn  all 
the cannery cra tes and to  report the 
num ber of shipping cra tes  on hand. 
A prom pt report is also requested on 
the sale of berries either at the road 
side or on the m arket last year by 
mem bers, in order to make an equit­
able adjustm ent. Concerning these 
m atters Manager D. E. Towle says in a 
com m unication to the m em bers;

"This is entirely  a m atte r of honor 
with you and you should keep your 
honor bright. So far we have 6,111 
cra tes of all kinds of berries reported 
sold, or 55 tons sold direct. This is a 
splendid privilege th a t is g ranted  to 
all m em bers to play the berry  m arket, 
but should not be abused by 'se llin g  
w ithout reporting. So we will ask 
you all to come clean and report ev­
ery cra te  for your conscience and your 
fellow m em bers’ sake— who have 
shown faith  with you in cooperative 
sale of berries with yours.”

The cannery  office is a clearing house 
for p lants which some m em bers have 
to sell and o thert wish to buy, and an 
effort is made to exercise real cooper­
ation in th is  as well as in the use of 
the various commodities which the as­
sociation purchases for the benefit of 
its members, who will be given the 
preference over non-m em bers w hen­
ever possible.
