A lert and keeping pace 
w ith the tim es—by use of the te le­
phone. radio, and regu la r reading of 
new spapers and m agazines—the p res­
ent-day farm er is inform ed of the 
sim ple precautions necessary and the 
most efficient apparatu s available, for 
the prevention and com bating of tire.

The lire protection equipm ent on 
the farm  should be selected on the 
basis of its reliability , capacity and 
ease of operation. N aturally , it should 
alw ays be kept in places w here most 
liable to be needed; and farm  hands, 
of both sexes, ought to be instructed  
in its use. Intelligence and p repared­
ness on the part of the farm er can re­
duce farm  fire loss.
