TIOS SEEDED.

Civilization will wipe out the wild 
life of America—mammals, birds, fish 
—unless protective m easures are ta k ­
en, according to Dr. William T. H orn­
a d a /, who has retired  after 30 years 
as d irector of the New York Zoologi­
cal park.

As rem edial m easures, Dr. H orna- 
day recommends the establishm ent of 
more game sanctuaries and fu rther 
lim itation of the hun ter's  bag. He 
has already been Instrum ental in pro- | 
vldlng more than half a million acres 
for safe re trea t for bird and animal.

M igratory birds are in the most im ­
mediate danger. A uthorities say that 
ducks, geese and woodcock are not on 
the Increase, as reported from time to 
time. Squirrels become fewer each 
year. Quail hunting, in many places 
Is a thing of the past. T rout stream s 
are  being Ashed out. H atcheries ar 
hard ly  able to keep up the unequal 
struggle to stock stream s and ponds 
as rapidly as they are cleaned out.

Dr. H ornaday’s statem ent should be 
viewed with in te rest by millions of 
Am ericans who love the outdoors. 
T rue, many sta tes In their game laws 
Ax hunting lim itations and protect ce r­
tain  birds or anim als for short periods. 
But the average person assum es an 
attitude of Indifference tow ard the s it­
uation. Too many so-called spo rts­
men will take the ir season-after-sea­
son toll and complain b itterly  a t even 
the slightest effort to protect wild life.
