ASTORIA.
A storia, where the Columbia m eets 

the ocean, is the objective point on 
which not only state-w ide but nation­
wide in te rest has centered the past 
week because of the h istorical expe­
dition which led to tha t city. One of 
the significant features of the recent 
celebration was the dedication on last 
T hursday of a tow ering monument on 
Coxcomb hill, the gift to A storia of 
Vincent Astor, descendant of John 
Jacob Astor, founder of the city by 
the sea. The monument will contain | 
h istorical etchings depicting events 
connected with the h istory of Astoria.

John Jacob Astor Is not the only 
one honored in th is event. Lewis & 
Clark and Captain Gray were hon­
ored. 4

Astoria, is rich in tradition. It was 
the first w hite settlem ent w est of the 
Mississippi river.
