SOVIET IN CHINA.
Through the courtesy of Miss Edna 

Shoemaker, a m issionary In China, the 
lutlook hns had the opportunity  to ex­

amine a copy of The China P ress, pub­
lished Ht Shanghai.

The date of the paper was August 
15. It Is printed In English for the 
English population and is probably 
the largest and best English paper in 
China. It is quite a modern looking 
sheet, too, with a plttk sport section, 
automobile ads, etc.

The paper te lls editorially  of the un ­
m istakable efforts of Soviet Russia to 
gain a foothold In China, tak ing  ad ­
vantage of the unsettled condition of 
the republic.

After speaking a t length of the 
trouble accruing to G reat B ritain  as a 
result of the la tte r 's  efforts to recog­
nize the Soviet governm ent thp edi­
torial pertinen tly  says:

'The leopard cannot change his 
spots. No more can the Soviet gov­
ernm ent of KushIu resist Its natural 
and Inherited im pulse to engineer rev ­
olutionary movements abroad despite 
solemn prom ises undertaking to re ­
frain front such action. Prom ises, 
however, have an empty connotation 
for the Soviet, ju st like the sanctity  of 
In ternational obligations which to the 
true  Bolshevik are mere Inconse­
quential trifles. One need not expect 
the Soviet to fulfil Its prom ises to 
China any m ore than It has done In 
the case of Britain. The Soviet mode 
of operating seems to he to win first 
the confidence of the nation on which 
it has set its eyes, and afte r th a t to 
strike  hard with all the resources at 
Its disposal for the glory of Bolshev­
ism. which, we suppose, is going to 
usher In a new heaven and a new 
earth ."
