The ’Oregon W om an’s C hristian
Tem perance Union convention 
came to a close at 4 o’clock th is a f ­
ternoon when the assem bled dele­
gates and visiting friends rose to 
the ir t'«wt and sang, “Blest Be the 
Tie T hat B inds,” and the beautiful 
w hite ribbon benediction of the o r­
ganization was repeated in unison.
